Mayor Andrew Sutton called the Work Session of the Eloy City Council to order at
approximately 5:02 PM on Monday, March 23, 2026.

Pledge of Allegiance
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. No Moment of Silence was held at this Work
Session.

Unscheduled Public Appearances

Mayor Sutton noted that unscheduled public appearances would be deferred until the end
of the Work Session to allow sufficient time for the presentation and discussion. No
unscheduled public speakers came forward after the discussion was adjourned.

Discussion Items

Presentation and Discussion on the City of Eloy Animal Shelter Needs Assessment
and Animal Control Study

Consultant presentation delivered by Michael Barnard, Principal, Shelter Planners of
America (SPA), a division of FMD Architects, Grapevine, Texas. The Needs
Assessment Study was originally issued on August 26, 2025, and revised on March
19, 2026.



Mr. Barnard introduced Shelter Planners of America as the most experienced animal
shelter design firm in the nation, with over 30 years of experience and work with more
than 750 animal shelter groups nationwide. He noted that the firm’s founder operated
four animal shelters in addition to his architecture practice, providing operational
insights that inform the firm’s design approach.

Animal Shelter Design Goals:
Mr. Barnard outlined the seven core design goals that guide SPA’s shelter projects:

* Implement current best practices in humane animal care.

* Reduce animal stress through better species separation, soundproofing, two-
compartment housing (allowing animals to separate sleeping/eating areas
from elimination areas), and natural light.

* Prevent disease through medical isolation and quarantine areas, enhanced
HVAC systems with fresh air (not recirculated), proper drainage, and quality
laundry and grooming facilities.

» Create a warm and welcoming public environment with sound control, natural
light, color, odor control, private get-acquainted rooms, and landscaping —
moving away from the dark, institutional shelter model toward a retail-style
experience that encourages adoption visits.

» Increase opportunities for human-animal socialization through get-acquainted
rooms, outdoor walks, cat condos, and community cat rooms.

» Focus on education and prevention through spay/neuter programs, humane
education, and informational displays.

» Create an effective workspace for staff with adequate offices, storage,
conference rooms, adoption interview rooms, employee break room, and
proper flow and cleanability.

Findings of the Needs Assessment Study:

» Eloy's total population is approximately 18,992 (2024 data), with a fluctuating
incarcerated population of approximately 6,800, leaving an unincarcerated
population of approximately 12,192.

* In 2024, 314 animals were received from Eloy at Pinal County Animal Care
(PCAC): 215 dogs (68.4%) and 99 cats (31.6%). This represents a 2.58%
animal intake ratio relative to the un-incarcerated population, which is within
the national norm of 2—-3%.

» Over the next 20 years, Eloy’s population is projected to increase 100.1% to
approximately 24,400 (net of prison population). Projected 2044 animal intake
is estimated at 628 animals annually (430 dogs, 198 cats).

Disposition of Animals (2024):

» Adopted or transferred: 173 animals (75.22%) — above the national norm of
60-70%.

* Returned to owner: 39 animals (16.96%) — within the national norm of 10—
20%.



o Euthanized: 13 animals (5.65%) — well below the national norm of 10-20%;
above the nationally promoted 90% live release rate threshold.
» Died in shelter: 5 animals (2.17%).

Projected Animal Housing Capacity:

» Current housing capacity: 0 (City does not operate a shelter; animals are
handled through PCAC).

» Proposed housing for a new City shelter: 32 dogs and 18 cats, based on an
estimated unmet need for stray pickups beyond what the 20-year planning
horizon alone would suggest.

» Current estimated average length of stay (ALS): 21 days for both dogs and
cats. Proposed ALS with the recommended housing: 27 days for dogs, 33
days for cats. SPA noted that its general recommendation is a maximum of 14
days of ALS to avoid adverse behavioral effects, but acknowledges that this is
not always achievable.

Building Space Program (20-Year Planning Horizon):
The proposed facility totals approximately 10,211 combined square feet:

* Administrative: 3,223 SF (interior)

» Medical Clinic: 1,108 SF (interior)

* Animal Housing — Interior: 2,210 SF

* Animal Housing — Exterior (covered): 880 SF

* Animal Support Areas — Interior: 1,771 SF

* Animal Support Areas — Exterior (unfinished): 1,020 SF

Site Considerations:

The City previously operated an animal shelter at 30130 W. Houser Road, which
shares a site with the City’s water booster station (total site approximately 1.95 acres;
shelter-allocated portion approximately 0.52 acres). The existing building is still
standing but is not suitable for reuse due to its limited size (12 kennels), its outdated
single-compartment kennel configuration, its trench drains, and its inability to meet
modern energy and design standards. The City is considering using the former shelter
site for new construction. Mr. Barnard noted that, based on a site visit conducted that
day, the current perimeter fence area appears too small for a facility meeting 10- and
20-year planning needs, but that acquiring an additional 20-30 feet of surrounding
property could potentially make the site workable. No official site decision has been
made.

Mr. Barnard noted that SPA’s standard site selection criteria include: visibility (high-
traffic location preferred for adoption visibility), accessibility (centrally located),
suitability (utilities, zoning, drainage, easements), parking (28 spaces estimated for
this facility), and a minimum site size of 1 to 1.5-2 acres for a single-story facility with
surface parking.

Staffing:



For a City-operated shelter, SPA recommends a minimum of 6 full-time positions
(Monday-Friday, daytime): Animal Control Manager (1), Adoption Specialist (1),
Kennel Technician (1), Administrative Assistant (1), and Animal Control Officers/Field
Staff (2). Evening and weekend coverage would require additional staffing. Part-time
veterinary and vet tech services would be provided under contract. A volunteer
program would be desirable in the new facility environment.

Estimated annual staffing cost: $344,516 (hiring at minimum) to $413,419 (hiring at
midpoint). City Manager Letcher noted that, when including vehicle purchases and
maintenance, building maintenance, food, and other operating costs, the estimated
total annual operating cost is approximately $650,000-$700,000.

Operating Costs:

« Current City cost under the PCAC contract: $75,000 per year (minimum), up to
$150,000 at full staffing. Current cost per animal: $238.85-$477.71 for 314
animals.

« National norm (updated): $400-$700 per animal. Small shelters with low
intake numbers tend to have higher per-animal costs due to fixed staffing
requirements.

* Mr. Barnard cautioned that any future renegotiation of the PCAC contract
should account for the likelihood that Pinal County’s own costs will increase
significantly as the region’s population grows, and that proportional cost
allocations across jurisdictions may shift unfavorably for Eloy.

Opinion of Probable Cost (New Construction):

» Total construction cost (low): approximately $3,319,362 ($325/SF)

« Total construction cost (high): approximately $4,335,031 ($425/SF)

» With soft costs (15%), contingency (5%), and one-year escalation (3%), the
estimated total project cost ranges from approximately $4,122,647 (low) to
$5,384,108 (high).

» Land cost is not included. These figures are expressed in 2025 dollars;
construction costs continue to rise.

Council Questions and Discussion:

Council Member Galindo asked why the existing shelter building was not considered
for renovation rather than new construction. Mr. Barnard explained that SPA was not
commissioned to study a renovation, but offered that reuse is feasible in some cases.
He described his site visit that day and confirmed that the existing building is too small
for the proposed program, has outdated single-compartment housing and trench
drains, and lacks an adequate site footprint. He noted that one possible approach —
as SPA has done elsewhere — would be to construct a new dog building adjacent to
the existing structure and convert the old building to cat housing, potentially at lower
cost than full new construction. He recommended that SPA be consulted before any
site is purchased to conduct a “test fit” review. Council Member Galindo noted the
building’s history, including that the City’s previous animals were housed at the sewer



pond before the building’s construction approximately 25 years ago.

Council Member Snyder asked whether space for animals other than dogs and cats
was included in the program. Mr. Barnard confirmed that zero square footage was
currently designated for other species, but noted approximately 80 square feet could
be added without significantly impacting cost or program size.

Council Member Snyder asked about different operational models (government-run
vs. nonprofit partnerships). Mr. Barnard described approximately six common models,
ranging from fully government-operated shelters to complete nonprofit operation with
government contracts. He noted that the most effective model in many communities
combines a city-owned and city-managed shelter with a “Friends of” nonprofit group
that raises private funds to supplement city resources — giving the city control while
enabling community-funded enhancements. He cautioned that relying on nonprofit
volunteers introduces instability over time as personnel change.

Council Member Snyder asked about the feasibility and cost of a city-operated
program. City Manager Letcher confirmed an estimated annual operational cost of
approximately $650,000-$700,000 when all costs are included. Council Member
Snyder noted that a city-nonprofit partnership would be the most viable model, with
the nonprofit supporting adoption events, food drives, and other activities that city staff
would not have the capacity to manage.

Council Member Snyder asked whether the current $75,000 PCAC contract is
sustainable given projected population growth in Pinal County. Mr. Barnard confirmed
that as PCAC’s own costs and intake numbers grow, jurisdictions like Eloy are likely
to face significant increases in contract prices and encouraged the City to plan
accordingly.

Vice Mayor Tarango asked whether Mr. Barnard had observed successful
arrangements in which a city operates its own animal control officers and contracts for
sheltering services to a county or third-party facility. Mr. Barnard confirmed that this is
a common model, particularly in the northeastern United States, and stated that it
would require renegotiating the current PCAC contract to separate field services from
shelter services. He offered to share a previously prepared report outlining six
operational models, which he agreed to send to Captain Jerome.

Chief Banales thanked Mr. Barnard for the presentation and offered context from the
Police Department’s perspective. He noted that the department’s current capacity to
respond to animal calls varies considerably: some weeks, there are no animal calls
requiring officer involvement; others require significant time. He explained that if the
City wants a true 24/7 animal control response capability, dedicated animal control
personnel — not sworn officers — would be needed, as officers are not trained for
routine animal pickup and may be unavailable during high-priority calls. He noted that
the department’s current protocol is to dispatch officers only for vicious-animal calls,
active attacks, or injury incidents; routine stray reports are referred to PCAC. He also
noted that the department responds to tethering violations under the City’s municipal
code, which PCAC no longer enforces. Chief Banales also acknowledged and
thanked the Council for recognizing the vaccination clinic program being conducted
collaboratively with Pinal County.



Council Member Galindo expressed strong support for expanding animal control
services, emphasizing that the current arrangement leaves citizens without timely
response — particularly on weekends and early mornings when residents are chased
by loose dogs and have no one to call. She stated that Pinal County’s on-call officer
covers the entire county and responds only to person attacks, making the current
service level unacceptable for Eloy residents’ safety. She advocated for a minimum of
two City-employed animal control officers to build community relationships and
provide education, noting that the current arrangement does not deliver on what was
promised under the contract. She also called for remodeling the existing shelter to a
functional level sufficient to house animals overnight, if needed, and for the City to
restore on-call animal control capability. She characterized the hybrid approach (City
ACOs delivering animals to PCAC) as a reasonable direction while the City works
toward its own shelter. She acknowledged PCAC’s commitment and noted the
County’s capacity constraints are a systemic issue rather than a lack of effort.

Council Member Curtis expressed support for Vice Mayor Tarango and Council
Member Galindo’s comments and indicated the Council should give staff direction to
move forward with a hybrid solution that pursues a near-24/7 response capability,
whether through renegotiation with PCAC, addition of a City ACO, remodeling of the
shelter, or engagement of another shelter partner.

Mayor Sutton summarized the direction emerging from the discussion and proposed
the following sequenced approach:

» Step 1: City staff, led by City Manager Letcher in coordination with Chief
Banales and Captain Jerome, will engage Pinal County Animal Care and
Control in a renegotiation/exploration of contract options — including what
enhanced services, expanded capacity, or modified terms (e.g., sheltering-
only vs. full-service) are available, and at what cost.

» Step 2: Staff will convene a broader stakeholder think tank, including City staff,
Pinal County representatives, and local rescue/nonprofit organizations, to
develop and evaluate solution options.

» Step 3: Staff will present options to the City Council for direction and further
action.

Mayor Sutton proposed a target completion date of July 30, 2026, for staff to bring
forward options. Chief Banales confirmed understanding of the timeline.

Council Member Snyder asked whether the original PCAC contract included a
dedicated full-time animal control officer for Eloy, and whether the City has been
receiving that contractually promised level of service. Mayor Sutton and City Manager
Letcher confirmed that the renegotiation process would include a review of contractual
obligations and performance.

City Manager Letcher noted that a prior needs assessment study was completed in
2023 and expressed urgency about avoiding another multi-year delay before
implementation. He committed to moving the process forward promptly.



VI. Adjournment
Mayor Sutton thanked the consultant, Chief Banales, Captain Jerome, and Council
members for their participation and input. He announced a 10-minute recess before the
Regular Meeting began. The Work Session was adjourned at approximately 6:02 PM.

Legislative Update — Arizona State House of Representatives Teresa Martinez and

Unscheduled

Beverly Sikes, Eloy Resident, addressed the Council on behalf of Kevin Greene, a
retired lllinois EPA Pollution/Project Protection Manager who was unable to attend.

She read a prepared statement raising concerns about the proposed Freepoint
Ecosystems plastics pyrolysis plant in Eloy.



» At a City Council work session in early February, two environmental groups
shared information about ongoing regulatory and technical issues at
Freepoint's Onhio facility, including multiple air permit violations such as excess
particulate emissions, improper venting of process gases, and failure to report
pollution control malfunctions in a timely manner. The Ohio EPA may pursue
enforcement action.

» The plastics pyrolysis industry faces challenges in operational reliability,
compliance with safety standards, and long-term economic viability. Multiple
facilities across the country have shut down over the past decade due to
technical and economic difficulties.

» Heating plastics at high temperatures poses health and environmental risks by
releasing hazardous air pollutants and potentially producing hazardous waste.

* Ms. Seeker, on behalf of Mr. Green, asked the Council to reconsider the
Freepoint facility permit and to discuss additional emission controls and
continuous monitoring requirements with the company. She emphasized that
once permitted, the facility could operate for decades, and that health risks
would be borne by the community rather than the company.

Ralph Achoo, Eloy Resident, addressed the Council regarding the Freepoint
Ecosystems air permit modification.

e On March 9, the Pinal County Air Quality Control District held a public hearing
on Freepoint’'s permit modification. He asserted that the City of Eloy had an
opportunity to request additional safeguards and continuous emissions testing
with public reporting, but failed to participate.

» He noted that Freepoint's Ohio (T-1) facility, after more than one year, has not
yet reached full capacity and continues to experience environmental
compliance issues.

* He expressed that the Council had previously allowed Freepoint a 90-minute
presentation while limiting rebuttal to less than 10 minutes, and that significant
written documentation and expert testimony had been submitted to the Council
regarding air quality risks to Eloy homes and schools.

* He called for continuous monitoring of toxic emissions rather than periodic
spot checks, which he characterized as insufficient. He stated that failure to
require such monitoring placed responsibility for any resulting health
consequences on the Mayor, City Manager, and City Council.

Rachelle Giles, of Goodman Shorts Public Affairs, representing Freepoint
Ecosystems, addressed the Council to provide information and updates on the air
permit modification process. Key points included:

» Regulation of the Clean Air Act is delegated by the U.S. EPA to each state;
ADEQ has further delegated permitting and enforcement to the Pinal County
Air Quality Control District (PCAQCD). The Freepoint facility in Eloy was
granted an air permit by PCAQCD in December 2022; a permit modification
was submitted in November 2025.

* The project is permitted under a Class 2 Minor Source air permit, meaning

emissions are below Title V major source thresholds. The permit includes
enforceable conditions such as required control devices, throughput limits, and
emissions caps. The maodification also reflects a decrease in total VOC
emissions and adds recordkeeping and reporting requirements to demonstrate
that more than 70% of input plastic is recycled.

» Freepoint voluntarily requested a public hearing during the permit modification
process. The project is subject to oversight by numerous agencies, including
U.S. EPA, ADEQ, Arizona Corporation Commission, PCAQCD, Pinal County
Public Works, and the City of Eloy’s Public Works, Fire Department, and
Planning and Zoning Division.

» Freepoint offered to host Mayor and Council members on a tour of its Ohio
facility to observe operations firsthand.

» Regarding the Ohio facility’s regulatory history, Ms. Giles stated that Freepoint
is in daily communication with the Ohio EPA to align on best practices and
resolve issues, including those the company self-reported. She indicated the
guestion before Arizona regulators is whether the project meets Arizona’s
permitting standards and conditions, not those of another state.

Mayor Sutton thanked Ms. Giles for her remarks and noted that Council is unable to
engage in direct Q&A during public appearances.

4. Sheila Porter — Village Grand Valley Ranch, Eloy (Freepoint Ecosystems):

Ms. Porter, residing at 1122 North Fairway Drive, addressed the Council regarding the
Freepoint facility with concerns focused on the cumulative environmental and public
health impact of increased truck traffic and chemical exposure in the surrounding
neighborhood. She raised concerns about PFAS (per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances)
contamination of Eloy’s aquifer, noting that plastic companies can leach PFAS into
water supplies, that many PFAS compounds are not currently on EPA recognized
lists, and that cleanup costs and health effects from contamination tend to fall on
communities. She also raised concerns related to reproductive health and hormonal
effects of PFAS exposure on residents and future residents, particularly children. She
submitted printed documentation to the Council and urged careful consideration
before final permitting decisions are made.

Lenora Noble, Eloy Resident, addressed the Council, noting she had spoken at a prior
meeting on the same subject. She urged the Council to take additional time to
investigate the Freepoint facility before making a final decision, emphasizing the
importance of resident input, incident response preparedness, and air quality
protections. She noted that once particulates are released into the environment,
remediation is difficult. She asked the Council to take a careful second look at the air
quality environment and to ensure that the standard of care for the community is
clearly defined and enforced. She stated that it does not hurt to take more time before
a final decision, as the facility’s presence will be long-term regardless of its
operational success.

Mayor Sutton thanked all speakers and acknowledged the value of public comment in
informing the Council’s deliberations. No further unscheduled speakers came forward.

Reports and Announcements



Mayor's Announcements
Mayor Sutton provided the following announcements:

* March 10: Attended the Sun Corridor MPO Board Meeting. Confirmed receipt
of two grants from ADOT through the Sun Corridor MPO: (1) $295,000 for a
Safe Routes to School Study for Eloy, with staff now working to select a
consultant; and (2) $94,000 for a Transit Feasibility Study for Eloy. Mayor
Sutton expressed strong support for the transit study, noting that public
transportation is critical to community mobility and growth, and that Eloy
currently has no bus stop. Residents should expect outreach materials in the
mail regarding the transit study.

* March 11: Attended the Joint City Council and Planning & Zoning Commission
Work Session on the Air Park Master Plan. Many ideas were brought forward,
and the process is ongoing.

* March 16: Attended the AUTAC (Arizona Urban Transportation Advocacy
Council) Regional Transportation Advocacy Council meeting, reviewing
transportation-related legislation currently moving through the Arizona
Legislature. Attended the City Council Work Session on the Battaglia Road
Sidewalk Project. Mayor Sutton expressed satisfaction that a plan is in place,
noting that coordinating the sidewalk installation with the upcoming sewer line
project is the most prudent sequence to avoid tearing up new sidewalk for
sewer work.

» Wednesday [date TBD]: Along with several Council members, attended the
CoreCivic Quarterly Community Luncheon at Robson Ranch. Mayors from
Casa Grande and Florence were also present. Robyn Klein showcased the La
Palma facility. Mayor Sutton noted the facility’'s GED program for inmates and
committed to speaking at an upcoming graduation ceremony.

» Pinal Regional Transportation Authority (PRTA) meeting: Described as
contentious. The primary topic was the disposition of approximately $40 million
in leftover transportation tax funds collected in Pinal County. Mayor Sutton’s
position is that the funds should remain in Pinal County and be distributed
fairly across all communities, rather than reverting to the state’s general fund.

* March 23 (today): Met with the Arizona League of Cities and Towns to review
bills currently moving through the Legislature. He noted 2,121 bills have been
introduced this session, with 12 vetoed and 3 signed into law. Residents may
track bills at the Arizona League website.

* Mayor Sutton also recognized Public Works staff member Paul Anchondo for
installing a new water fountain in a City park, which he had recently noticed
and praised for producing good, cold water.

Council Members' Announcements

Council Member JoAnne Galindo reported that on March 10, 2026, she visited the
Senior Center at the Toltec Community Center. During the visit, she presented
information about the Lions Club Vision Program and distributed over 20 vouchers to
seniors interested in obtaining eyeglasses. She also conveyed Mayor Sutton’s
commitment to providing transportation for seniors to their vision appointments if they
coordinate the visits.

Council Member Jose Garcia announced an upcoming Project Connect event



scheduled for Wednesday, from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. at Pierce Park, designed to
connect residents in need with local resources, including housing assistance and
other social services, all in one location.

Council Member Dan Snyder noted there were no additional announcements beyond
what the Mayor had covered, and deferred to the City Manager for the General Plan
update.

C. City Manager's Announcements
City Manager Letcher provided the following updates:

The General Plan 60-day public review period remains open. City Manager Letcher
encouraged all residents and Council members to submit comments via the City's
website. He noted that this foundational document will guide development and growth
over the next 20-30 years, and that this is the last opportunity to substantively
influence its content. Comments can be uploaded directly through the General Plan
tab on the City’s website.

A General Plan Immersion Lab open house will be held at City Hall on Thursday,
March 26, from 11:00 AM to 6:00 PM. The event will feature a 180-degree virtual
reality experience showing what the City of Eloy could look like at full build-out,
organized by activity area (downtown, air park, industrial areas, etc.). Sessions will be
conducted in approximately 10—15-minute increments. City Manager Letcher
encouraged community members to attend.

Pinal County Animal Control Vaccine Clinic, a drive-through pet vaccination clinic, will
be held on Saturday, March 28, from 7:00 to 9:00 AM. Animals must remain in
vehicles. Cats must be in a carrier; dogs must be on a leash. Residents should plan
for wait times and bring snacks, treats, and water for their pets.

The Eloy Easter Egg Hunt will be held on Friday, April 3, from 10:30 AM to 1:00 PM at
Jones Park. The egg hunt begins at 10:45 AM. Vendor booth applications are
available through the Community Services Department for businesses interested in
participating.

City Manager Letcher announced that the City of Eloy received a $140,000 grant from
APS for a downtown gateway project. The grant will fund planning and design for an
improvement on the site where the former Dust Bowl and the old Veterans Center
were demolished. Community Development Director Dan Symer has developed
preliminary concepts. A formal presentation with APS Community Liaison Richard
Rosales will be scheduled for a future meeting.

VII. Consent Agenda
Mayor Sutton presented the Consent Agenda. No Council member requested to pull any
item from the Consent Agenda. Mayor Sutton called for a motion to approve the Consent
Agenda as presented.

Interim Public Works Director Refugio “Cookie” Gallegos presented the item, which is
included in the City’s FY 2025-2026 Capital Improvement Plan and represents a
critical infrastructure investment in the City’s wastewater system to support both
current demand and future growth. Key details:

» Scope: Replace the existing 8-inch sewer line with a new 24-inch line along
Battaglia Road between 11 Mile Corner Road and Sunshine Boulevard. The
current line is operating at or near capacity, creating a risk of backups and
system failures as development continues.

» Project phasing: Phase 1 includes design and construction to extend current
sewer upgrades from 11 Mile Corner Road approximately 900 feet south to
Battaglia Road, then continuing to Curiel Street. Phase 2 will extend from
Curiel Street to Sunshine Boulevard and will return to Council for approval at a
future meeting.

» Total estimated project cost: $5.5 million ($3 million allocated to Phase 1; $2.5
million to Phase 2, including contingency).

» Funding: To be secured through a Utility Obligation Bond, which will be
presented to Council at the last meeting in April. This approach allows
engineering costs to be recouped prior to bond issuance. Approving Phase 1
now allows Ellison-Mills Construction to begin design work and keep the
project on schedule.

* Procurement: Utilizing the Pinal County JOC (Job Order Contracting) Contract
No. 233828R0OQ allows the City to expedite project delivery, maintain
competitive pricing, and ensure procurement compliance.



Mayor Sutton expressed enthusiasm for the project, noting the importance of
coordinating the sewer line installation with the Battaglia Road Sidewalk Project to
avoid disrupting newly installed infrastructure. No Council members had questions.

Motion to approve by Council Member Garcia; seconded by Council Member Curtis.
Motion carried unanimously (7-0).

DISCUSSION:

Arizona entered into a state-local framework in 2020 so that funds received from recent
national opioid litigation settlements from various pharmaceutical manufacturers,
distributors, marketing companies, and pharmacies would flow to both the state and
local governments. Under this agreement, 56% of the settlement funds go to counties,
cities and towns. 44% is set aside for the State of Arizona. The City of Eloy adopted
the agreement during the November 23, 2020, City Council meeting.

The Pinal County Public Health Department is the lead coordinating agency for Pinal
County’s allocation of the settlement funds.

The One Arizona Settlement Agreement indicates 3.83% of the total allotment for
Arizona is for Pinal County and its cities and towns. The agreement further indicates
the City of Eloy is allotted 34.98% of the total for Pinal County.

The City of Eloy submitted a request to the Pinal County Health Department Opioid
Settlement Coordinator on February 10, 2026. The request was for $61,648.11 for the
purchase of thirty-five (35) Cardiac Science Power-heard G5 fully automated, dual
language Automated External Defibrillators (AEDs) utilizing the One Arizona Opioid
Settlement funds outlined above. If approved, these AEDs would be issued to Eloy
Police Officers. As per the funding guidelines, the justification for this purchase is the



fact that these guidelines require evidence-based methods to treat, prevent, or reduce
opioid overdose deaths. Opioid overdoses induce respiratory depression, which can
cause patients to go into respiratory arrest and cardiac arrest. These both require
resuscitative measures and rapid defibrillation to increase the chances of surviving
such an event. The purchase and use of AEDs by officers in such situations provides
an additional and proven life-saving measure in opioid overdose situations.

Purchasing these AEDs aligns with the Opioid Abatement Strategies guideline, Part
Three, section I1:

FIRST RESPONDERS, in addition to items C8, D1 through D7, H1, H3, and H8 support
the following:

1. Current and future law enforcement expenditures related to the opioid epidemic.

On February 12, 2026, the City of Eloy was notified by the Pinal County Health
Department that the City's request was approved. The funds in the amount of
$61,648.11 have been transferred to the City of Eloy.

The Police Department has identified a vendor, Coro Medical LLC, operating under Zoll
Medical Corporation under Sourcewell contract # 041823-ZLL. Sourcewell is a
cooperative purchasing program that provides the same status and benefit of an
Arizona State Contract.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The project is entirely funded through the One Arizona Opioid Settlement Agreement
funds identified for the City of Eloy. The necessary funds, totaling $61,648.11 has been
transferred to the City of Eloy. There are no additional funding impacts on the City of
Eloy.

Director Mendoza,

The Eloy Police Department respectfully requests funding through the Opioid Settlement Agreement to purchase
Automated External Defibrillators (AEDs) for deployment within the Department. Equipping our officers with AEDs
will significantly enhance the likelihood of survival for individuals experiencing opioid-related medical
emergencies.

Opioid overdoses frequently cause respiratory depression leading to respiratory and cardiac arrest—conditions
that demand immediate resuscitative action and, when indicated, rapid defibrillation. While Eloy Police Officers
are trained in Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) and equipped with Naloxone, these measures alone may not
address the full spectrum of life-threatening conditions encountered during overdose incidents. Early defibrillation
is an evidence-based, lifesaving intervention recognized as an essential component in preventing deaths
associated with opioid overdoses.

This request aligns with the Opioid Abatement Strategies, Part Three — Section | (First Responders), which

supports:
“Current and future law enforcement expenditures relating to the opioid epidemic.”

After reviewing multiple vendors and available equipment, the Eloy Police Department has identified an AED
model that meets both operational and medical standards for law enforcement use. Accordingly, we are
requesting the disbursement of $61,648.11 from Opioid Settlement Agreement funds allocated to the City of Eloy

to support this initiative.

Additional Supporting Facts for this Request

A review of the American Heart Association’s Scientific Statement on Opioid-Associated Out-of-Hospital Cardiac
Arrest provides strong evidence supporting early defibrillation as a key element in opioid-related resuscitation
efforts. The statement emphasizes that differentiating between cardiac and respiratory arrest, initiating chest
compressions and ventilations, and utilizing an Automated External Defibrillator (AED) are critical actions in
improving survival outcomes. Figure 6 (“Opioid-Associated Emergency for Health Care Providers Algorithm”) of the
report specifically lists AEDs as essential equipment for managing unresponsive patients during opioid-related
emergencies.?

The Eloy Police Department serves a population of approximately 18,000 which includes Eloy’s resident prison
population of approximately 6,800 inmates in four separate facilities. Year to date in 2025, there have been 22
non-fatal opioid overdose cases in the City of Eloy?. The population of Eloy accounts for approximately 3.9% of the
Pinal County Population, however reports 8% of the non-fatal opioid overdoses.

The Eloy Police Department is committed to protecting the lives of community members and visitors through
evidence-based interventions. We appreciate your consideration of this request and the opportunity to strengthen
local response capabilities to opioid-related emergencies.

We understand that all expenditures must comply with the One Arizona Agreement and may be subject to review
or audit by the State of Arizona.

2. EQUIPMENT, PRODUCTS, OR SERVICES

A. EQUIPMENT, PRODUCTS, OR SERVICES. Supplier will provide the Equipment, Products, or Services as
stated in its Proposal submitted under the Solicitation Number listed above. Supplier’s Equipment,
Products, or Services Proposal (Proposal) is attached and incorporated into this Contract.

All Equipment and Products provided under this Contract must be new and the current model. Supplier
may offer close-out or refurbished Equipment or Products if they are clearly indicated in Supplier’s
product and pricing list. Unless agreed to by the Participating Entities in advance, Equipment or Products
must be delivered as operational to the Participating Entity’s site.
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This Contract offers an indefinite quantity of sales, and while substantial volume is anticipated, sales and
sales volume are not guaranteed.

B. WARRANTY. Supplier warrants that all Equipment, Products, and Services furnished are free from liens
and encumbrances, and are free from defects in design, materials, and workmanship according to
Supplier’s Limited Product Warranty attached hereto in Attachment A. In addition, Supplier warrants the
Equipment, Products, and Services are suitable for and will perform in accordance with Supplier’s
documentation. Supplier’s dealers and distributors must agree to assist the Participating Entity in reaching
a resolution in any dispute over warranty terms with the manufacturer. Any manufacturer’s warranty
that extends beyond the expiration of the Supplier’s warranty will be passed on to the Participating Entity.

C. DEALERS, DISTRIBUTORS, AND/OR RESELLERS. Upon Contract execution and throughout the
Contract term, Supplier must provide to Sourcewell a current means to validate or authenticate Supplier’s
authorized dealers, distributors, or resellers relative to the Equipment, Products, and Services offered
under this Contract, which will be incorporated into this Contract by reference. It is the Supplier’s
responsibility to ensure Sourcewell receives the most current information.

3. PRICING

All Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract will be priced at or below the price stated in
Supplier’s Proposal.

When providing pricing quotes to Participating Entities, all pricing quoted must reflect a Participating
Entity’s total cost of acquisition, minus applicable sales tax. This means that the quoted cost is for
delivered Equipment, Products, and Services that are operational for their intended purpose, and includes
all costs to the Participating Entity’s requested delivery location.

Regardless of the payment method chosen by the Participating Entity, the total cost associated with any
purchase option of the Equipment, Products, or Services must always be disclosed in the pricing quote to
the applicable Participating Entity at the time of purchase.

A. SHIPPING AND SHIPPING COSTS. All delivered Equipment and Products must be properly packaged and
shall be delivered to Participating Entities FOB destination. If upon inspection goods are found to be non-
conforming, Supplier shall correct the non-conformity promptly. Supplier will, in its sole discretion, repair
or replace at Participating Entity’s request. If the non-conformity is not readily apparent at the time of
delivery, Supplier must permit the Equipment and Products to be returned within ten (10) days at no cost
to Sourcewell or its Participating Entities, after which point if no claim has been made, the shipment is
deemed to be complete. Participating Entities reserve the right to inspect the Equipment and Products
within ten (10) days after delivery where circumstances or conditions prevent effective inspection of the
Equipment and Products at the time of delivery. In the event of the delivery of nonconforming Equipment
and Products, the Participating Entity will notify the Supplier as soon as possible and the Supplier will
replace nonconforming Equipment and Products with conforming Equipment and Products. The delivery
dates provided upon order confirmation and are approximate only and Supplier shall not be liable for or
shall the Contract be breached by any delivery by Supplier within a reasonable time after such dates.
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Supplier must arrange for and pay for the return shipment on Equipment and Products that arrive in a
defective or inoperable condition as set forth in Article 3.A.

Sourcewell may declare the Supplier in breach of this Contract if the Supplier intentionally delivers
substandard or inferior Equipment or Products.

B. SALES TAX. Each Participating Entity is responsible for supplying the Supplier with valid tax-exemption
certification(s). When ordering, a Participating Entity must indicate if it is a tax-exempt entity. The pricing
quoted does not include sales, use, excise, or other similar taxes. The Participating Entity shall pay in
addition to the prices quoted, the amount of any present or future sales, excise or other similar tax or
customs duty or charge applicable to the sale or use of the Products or Equipment sold hereunder (except
any tax based on the net income of Supplier). In lieu thereof the Participating Entity may provide Supplier
with a tax exemption certificate acceptable to the taxing authorities.

C. HOT LIST PRICING. At any time during this Contract, Supplier may offer a specific selection of
Equipment, Products, or Services at discounts greater than those listed in the Contract. When Supplier
determines it will offer Hot List Pricing, it must be submitted electronically to Sourcewell in a line-item
format. Equipment, Products, or Services may be added or removed from the Hot List at any time
through a Sourcewell Price and Product Change Form as defined in Article 4 below.

Hot List program and pricing may also be used to discount and liquidate close-out and discontinued
Equipment and Products as long as those close-out and discontinued items are clearly identified as such.
Current ordering process and administrative fees apply. Hot List Pricing must be published and made
available to all Participating Entities.

D. RETURNS AND CANCELLATION. (a) The Participating Entity shall obtain authorization from Supplier
prior to returning any of the Products or Equipment. (b) If the Participating Entity receives authorization
from Supplier to return a Product or Equipment for credit; then the Participating Entity shall be subject to
a restocking charge of twenty percent (20%) of the original list purchase price, but not less than $50.00
per product. (c) Any change in delivery caused by the Participating Entity that causes a delivery date
greater than six (6) months from the Participating Entity’s original order date shall constitute a new order
for the affected Products or Equipment in determining the appropriate list price. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, products categorized as consumables or disposables (for example electrodes, catheters,
cartridges, and related accessories) are non-returnable unless the products (a) were shipped in error by
Supplier and are returned within thirty (30) calendar days of the invoice date, (b) are non-conforming or
defective and returned within the applicable warranty period, or (c) are those of which Supplier
specifically authorized in writing for return. Products or Equipment returned without Supplier’s prior
written authorization shall be refused. Products or Equipment authorized for return and returned withing
thirty (30) calendar days must be unopened, undamaged and properly packaged by the Participating
Entity to prevent damage during shipping. Supplier will not issue a return credit for products that are
damaged during shipment. The Participating Entity is responsible for any return freight charges, unless
due to a delivery nonconformity.
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4. PRODUCT AND PRICING CHANGE REQUESTS

Supplier may request Equipment, Product, or Service changes, additions, or deletions at any time. All
requests must be made in writing by submitting a signed Sourcewell Price and Product Change Request
Form to the assigned Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator. This approved form is available
from the assigned Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator. At a minimum, the request must:

e |dentify the applicable Sourcewell contract number;

e Clearly specify the requested change;

e Provide sufficient detail to justify the requested change;

¢ Individually list all Equipment, Products, or Services affected by the requested change, along with
the requested change (e.g., addition, deletion, price change); and

¢ Include a complete restatement of pricing documentation in Microsoft Excel with the effective
date of the modified pricing, or product addition or deletion. The new pricing restatement must
include all Equipment, Products, and Services offered, even for those items where pricing remains
unchanged.

A fully executed Sourcewell Price and Product Change Request Form will become an amendment to
this Contract and will be incorporated by reference.

5. PARTICIPATION, CONTRACT ACCESS, AND PARTICIPATING ENTITY REQUIREMENTS

A. PARTICIPATION. Sourcewell’s cooperative contracts are available and open to public and nonprofit
entities across the United States and Canada; such as federal, state/province, municipal, K-12 and higher
education, tribal government, and other public entities.

The benefits of this Contract should be available to all Participating Entities that can legally have access to
purchase the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract. A Participating Entity’s authority to
access this Contract is determined through its cooperative purchasing, interlocal, or joint powers laws.
Any entity accessing benefits of this Contract will be considered a Service Member of Sourcewell during
such time of access and with Participating Entities are bound under the terms and conditions of this
Contract for any purchases made thereto. Supplier understands that a Participating Entity’s use of this
Contract is at the Participating Entity’s sole convenience and Participating Entities reserve the right to
obtain like Equipment, Products, or Services from any other source.

Supplier is responsible for familiarizing its sales and service forces with Sourcewell contract use eligibility
requirements and documentation. Sourcewell reserves the right to add and remove Participating Entities
to its roster during the term of this Contract.

B. PUBLIC FACILITIES. Supplier’s employees may be required to perform work at government-owned
facilities, including schools. Supplier’'s employees and agents must conduct themselves in a professional
manner while on the premises, and in accordance with Participating Entity policies and procedures, and all
applicable laws.
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6. PARTICIPATING ENTITY USE AND PURCHASING

A. ORDERS AND PAYMENT. To access the contracted Equipment, Products, or Services under this
Contract, a Participating Entity must clearly indicate to Supplier that it intends to access this Contract;
however, order flow and procedure will be developed jointly between Sourcewell and Supplier. Typically,
a Participating Entity will issue an order directly to Supplier or its authorized subsidiary, distributor,
dealer, or reseller. If a Participating Entity issues a purchase order, it may use its own forms, but the
purchase order should clearly note the applicable Sourcewell contract number. All Participating Entity
orders under this Contract must be issued prior to expiration or cancellation of this Contract; however,
Supplier performance, Participating Entity payment obligations, and any applicable warranty periods or
other Supplier or Participating Entity obligations may extend beyond the term of this Contract.

Supplier’s acceptable forms of payment are included in its attached Proposal. Participating Entities will be
solely responsible for payment and Sourcewell will have no liability for any unpaid invoice of any
Participating Entity. Payment by the Participating Entity is due NET thirty (30) days from invoice date.
Supplier reserves the right at any time to change or rescind payment terms based on assessment of a
Participating Entity’s financial condition or prior payment record. All shipments and deliveries shall at all
times be subject to the approval of credit by Supplier. Supplier may at any time decline to may any
shipment or delivery except upon receipt of payment or security or upon terms regarding credit or
security satisfactory to Supplier.

B. ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS/PARTICIPATING ADDENDUM. Additional terms and conditions
to a purchase order, or other required transaction documentation, may be negotiated between a
Participating Entity and Supplier, such as job or industry-specific requirements, legal requirements (e.g.,
affirmative action or immigration status requirements), or specific local policy requirements. Some
Participating Entities may require the use of a Participating Addendum, the terms of which will be
negotiated directly between the Participating Entity and the Supplier or its authorized dealers,
distributors, or resellers, as applicable. Any negotiated additional terms and conditions must never be
less favorable to the Participating Entity than what is contained in this Contract.

C. SPECIALIZED SERVICE REQUIREMENTS. In the event that the Participating Entity requires service or
specialized performance requirements not addressed in this Contract (such as e-commerce specifications,
specialized delivery requirements, or other specifications and requirements), the Participating Entity and
the Supplier may enter into a separate, standalone agreement, apart from this Contract. Sourcewell,
including its agents and employees, will not be made a party to a claim for breach of such agreement.

D. TERMINATION OF ORDERS. Participating Entities may terminate an order prior to shipment, in
whole or in part, immediately upon notice to Supplier in the event of any of the following events:

1. The Participating Entity fails to receive funding or appropriation from its governing body at levels
sufficient to pay for the equipment, products, or services to be purchased; or

2. Federal, state, or provincial laws or regulations prohibit the purchase or change the Participating
Entity’s requirements.

E. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE. The governing law and venue for any action related to a Participating
Entity’s order will be determined by the Participating Entity making the purchase.
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7. CUSTOMER SERVICE

A. PRIMARY ACCOUNT REPRESENTATIVE. Supplier will assign an Account Representative to Sourcewell
for this Contract and must provide prompt notice to Sourcewell if that person is changed. The Account
Representative will be responsible for:

e Maintenance and management of this Contract;
e Timely response to all Sourcewell and Participating Entity inquiries; and
e Business reviews to Sourcewell and Participating Entities, if applicable.

B. BUSINESS REVIEWS. Supplier must perform a minimum of one business review with Sourcewell per
contract year. The business review will cover sales to Participating Entities, pricing and contract terms,
administrative fees, sales data reports, performance issues, supply issues, customer issues, and any other
necessary information.

8. REPORT ON CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY AND ADMINISTRATIVE FEE PAYMENT

A. CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY REPORT. Each calendar quarter, Supplier must provide a contract sales
activity report (Report) to the Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator assigned to this Contract.
Reports are due no later than 45 days after the end of each calendar quarter. A Report must be provided
regardless of the number or amount of sales during that quarter (i.e., if there are no sales, Supplier must
submit a report indicating no sales were made).

The Report must contain the following fields:

e Participating Entity Contact Name;

e Sourcewell Administrative Fee Applied; and

e Date Purchase was invoiced/sale was recognized as revenue by Supplier.

B. ADMINISTRATIVE FEE. In consideration for the support and services provided by Sourcewell, the
Supplier will pay an administrative fee of 1.5% of net sales to Sourcewell on all Equipment, Products, and
Services provided to Participating Entities. The Administrative Fee must be included in, and not added to,
the pricing. Supplier may not charge Participating Entities more than the contracted price to offset the
Administrative Fee.

The Supplier will submit payment to Sourcewell for the percentage of administrative fee stated in the
Proposal multiplied of the total net sales of all Equipment, Products, and Services purchased by
Participating Entities under this Contract during each calendar quarter. Payments should note the
Supplier’s name and Sourcewell-assigned contract number in the memo; and must be mailed to the
address above “Attn: Accounts Receivable” or remitted electronically to Sourcewell’s banking institution
per Sourcewell’s Finance department instructions.

In the event the Supplier is delinquent in any undisputed administrative fees, Sourcewell reserves the
right to cancel this Contract and reject any proposal submitted by the Supplier in any subsequent
solicitation. In the event this Contract is cancelled by either party prior to the Contract’s expiration date,
the administrative fee payment will be due no more than thirty (30) days from the cancellation date.

9. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE
Sourcewell's Authorized Representative is its Chief Procurement Officer.

Supplier’s Authorized Representative is the person named in the Supplier’s Proposal. If Supplier’s
Authorized Representative changes at any time during this Contract, Supplier must promptly notify
Sourcewell in writing.

10. AUDIT, ASSIGNMENT, AMENDMENTS, WAIVER, AND CONTRACT COMPLETE

A. AUDIT. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 16C.05, subdivision 5, the books, records, documents,
and accounting procedures and practices relevant to this Contract are subject to examination by
Sourcewell or the Minnesota State Auditor for a minimum of six years from the end of this Contract. This
clause extends to Participating Entities as it relates to business conducted by that Participating Entity
under this Contract.

B. ASSIGNMENT. Neither party may assign or otherwise transfer its rights or obligations under this
Contract without the prior written consent of the other party and a fully executed assignment agreement.
Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. Any prohibited assignment will be invalid.

C. AMENDMENTS. Any amendment to this Contract must be in writing and will not be effective until it
has been duly executed by the parties.

D. WAIVER. Failure by either party to take action or assert any right under this Contract will not be
deemed a waiver of such right in the event of the continuation or repetition of the circumstances giving
rise to such right. Any such waiver must be in writing and signed by the parties.

E. CONTRACT COMPLETE. This Contract represents the complete agreement between the parties. No
other understanding regarding this Contract, whether written or oral, may be used to bind either party.
For any conflict between the attached Proposal and the terms set out in Articles 1-22 of this Contract, the
terms of Articles 1-22 will govern.
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F. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties is one of independent contractors,
each free to exercise judgment and discretion with regard to the conduct of their respective businesses.
This Contract does not create a partnership, joint venture, or any other relationship such as master-
servant, or principal-agent.

11. INDEMNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS

Supplier must indemnify, defend, save, and hold Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including their
agents and employees, harmless from any claims or causes of action, including attorneys’ fees incurred by
Sourcewell or its Participating Entities, to the extent directly caused by any act or omission in the
performance of this Contract by the Supplier or its agents or employees; this indemnification includes
injury or death to person(s) or property alleged to have been caused by some defect in the Equipment,
Products, or Services under this Contract to the extent the Equipment, Product, or Service has been used
according to its specifications. Sourcewell’s responsibility will be governed by the State of Minnesota’s
Tort Liability Act (Minnesota Statutes Chapter 466) and other applicable law. The Supplier indemnity
obligations are conditions on Sourcewell or the Participating Entities to: (a) provide Supplier with prompt
notice of any such claim, and (b) cooperate with Supplier in the defense of any such claim, and (c) provide
Supplier solecontrol of the defense, negotiation and settlement of and such claim. Supplier shall not
accept such settlement unless Sourcewell or the affected Participating Entity has approved, in writing, any
settlement that requires an admission or liability on Sourcewell or the Participating Entity. Participating
Entity may participate in the defense of any claim at its own expense. IN NO EVENT SHALL SUPPLIER BE
LIABLE FOR INDIRECT SPECIAL OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES RESULTING FROM SUPPLIER’S
PERFORMANCE OR FAILURE TO PERFORM PURSUANT TO THIS CONTRACT OR THE FURNISHING,
PERFORMANCE, OR USE OF ANY PRODUCTS, EQUIPMENT OR SOFTWARE SOLD HERETO, WHETHER DUE
TO A BREACH OF CONTRACT, BREACH OF WARRANTY, THE NEGLIGENCE OF SUPPLIER, OR OTHERWISE.

12. GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES

Supplier and Sourcewell must comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act, Minnesota
Statutes Chapter 13, as it applies to all data provided by or provided to Sourcewell under this Contract and
as it applies to all data created, collected, received, maintained, or disseminated by the Supplier under
this Contract.

13. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY, PUBLICITY, MARKETING, AND ENDORSEMENT

A. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
1. Grant of License. During the term of this Contract:
a. Sourcewell grants to Supplier a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and license to
use the trademark(s) provided to Supplier by Sourcewell in advertising and promotional
materials for the purpose of marketing Sourcewell’s relationship with Supplier.
b. Supplier grants to Sourcewell a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and license to
use Supplier’s trademarks in advertising and promotional materials for the purpose of
marketing Supplier’s relationship with Sourcewell.
2. Limited Right of Sublicense. The right and license granted herein includes a limited right of each
party to grant sublicenses to their respective subsidiaries, distributors, dealers, resellers, marketing
representatives, and agents (collectively “Permitted Sublicensees”) in advertising and promotional
materials for the purpose of marketing the Parties’ relationship to Participating Entities. Any
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sublicense granted will be subject to the terms and conditions of this Article. Each party will be
responsible for any breach of this Article by any of their respective sublicensees.
3. Use; Quality Control.
a. Neither party may alter the other party’s trademarks from the form provided and must
comply with removal requests as to specific uses of its trademarks or logos.
b. Each party agrees to use, and to cause its Permitted Sublicensees to use, the other party’s
trademarks only in good faith and in a dignified manner consistent with such party’s use of the
trademarks. Upon written notice to the breaching party, the breaching party has 30 days of the
date of the written notice to cure the breach or the license will be terminated.
4. Termination. Upon the termination of this Contract for any reason, each party, including Permitted
Sublicensees, will have 30 days to remove all Trademarks from signage, websites, and the like bearing
the other party’s name or logo (excepting Sourcewell’s pre-printed catalog of suppliers which may be
used until the next printing). Supplier must return all marketing and promotional materials, including
signage, provided by Sourcewell, or dispose of it according to Sourcewell’s written directions.

B. PUBLICITY. Any publicity regarding the subject matter of this Contract must not be released without
prior written approval from the Authorized Representatives. Publicity includes notices, informational
pamphlets, press releases, research, reports, signs, and similar public notices prepared by or for the
Supplier individually or jointly with others, or any subcontractors, with respect to the program,
publications, or services provided resulting from this Contract.

C. MARKETING. Any direct advertising, marketing, or offers with Participating Entities must be approved
by Sourcewell. Send all approval requests to the Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator assigned
to this Contract.

D. ENDORSEMENT. The Supplier must not claim that Sourcewell endorses its Equipment, Products, or
Services.

14. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE

The substantive and procedural laws of the State of Minnesota will govern this Contract. Venue for all
legal proceedings arising out of this Contract, or its breach, must be in the appropriate state court in Todd
County, Minnesota or federal court in Fergus Falls, Minnesota.

15. FORCE MAJEURE

Neither party to this Contract will be held responsible for delay or default caused by acts of God or other
conditions that are beyond that party’s reasonable control (including, but not limited to, epidemics,
pandemics, or by shortages of power or materials). A party defaulting under this provision must provide
the other party prompt written notice of the default.

16. SEVERABILITY

If any provision of this Contract is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal, unenforceable,

or void then both parties will be relieved from all obligations arising from that provision. If the remainder

of this Contract is capable of being performed, it will not be affected by such determination or finding and
must be fully performed.
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17. PERFORMANCE, DEFAULT, AND REMEDIES

A. PERFORMANCE. During the term of this Contract, the parties will monitor performance and address
unresolved contract issues as follows:

1. Notification. The parties must promptly notify each other of any known dispute and work in good
faith to resolve such dispute within a reasonable period of time. If necessary, Sourcewell and the
Supplier will jointly develop a short briefing document that describes the issue(s), relevant impact, and
positions of both parties.

2. Escalation. If parties are unable to resolve the issue in a timely manner, as specified above, either
Sourcewell or Supplier may escalate the resolution of the issue to a higher level of management. The
Supplier will have 30 calendar days to cure an outstanding issue.

3. Performance while Dispute is Pending. Notwithstanding the existence of a dispute, the parties
must continue without delay to carry out all of their responsibilities under the Contract that are not
affected by the dispute. If a party fails to continue without delay to perform its responsibilities under
the Contract, in the accomplishment of all undisputed work, that party will bear any additional costs
incurred by the affected party as a result of such failure to proceed.

B. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES. Either of the following constitutes cause to declare this Contract, or any
Participating Entity order under this Contract, in default:

1. Nonperformance of contractual requirements, or
2. A material breach of any term or condition of this Contract.

The party claiming default must provide written notice of the default, with 30 calendar days to cure the
default. Time allowed for cure will not diminish or eliminate any liability for liquidated or other damages.
If the default remains after the opportunity for cure, the non-defaulting party may:

e Exercise any remedy provided by law or equity, or
e Terminate the Contract or any portion thereof, including any orders issued against the Contract.

18. INSURANCE

A. REQUIREMENTS. At its own expense, Supplier must maintain insurance policy(ies) in effect at all times
during the performance of this Contract with insurance company(ies) licensed or authorized to do
business in the State of Minnesota having an “AM BEST” rating of A- or better, with coverage and limits of
insurance not less than the following:

1. Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability.
Workers’ Compensation: As required by any applicable law or regulation.
Employer's Liability Insurance: must be provided in amounts not less than listed below:
Minimum limits:
$500,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident
$500,000 policy limit for bodily injury by disease
$500,000 each employee for bodily injury by disease
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2.  Commercial General Liability Insurance. Supplier will maintain insurance covering its
operations, with coverage on an occurrence basis, and must be subject to terms no less broad than
the Insurance Services Office (“ISO”) Commercial General Liability Form CG0001 (2001 or newer
edition), or equivalent. At a minimum, coverage must include liability arising from premises,
operations, bodily injury and property damage, independent contractors, products liability,
blanket contractual liability, and personal injury and advertising injury. All required limits, terms
and conditions of coverage must be maintained during the term of this Contract.

Minimum Limits:

Failure of Supplier to maintain the required insurance will constitute a material breach entitling
Sourcewell to immediately terminate this Contract for default.

B. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE. Prior to commencing under this Contract, Supplier must furnish to
Sourcewell a certificate of insurance, as evidence of the insurance required under this Contract. Prior to
expiration of the policy(ies), renewal certificates must be mailed to Sourcewell, 202 12th Street Northeast,
P.O. Box 219, Staples, MN 56479 or sent to the Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator assigned
to this Contract. The certificates must be signed by a person authorized by the insurer(s) to bind coverage
on their behalf.
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Failure to request certificates of insurance by Sourcewell, or failure of Supplier to provide certificates of
insurance, in no way limits or relieves Supplier of its duties and responsibilities in this Contract.

C. ADDITIONAL INSURED ENDORSEMENT AND PRIMARY AND NON-CONTRIBUTORY INSURANCE CLAUSE.
Supplier agrees to include Sourcewell and its Participating Entities that access this Contract, including their
officers, agents, and employees, as an additional insured under the Supplier’'s commercial general liability
insurance policy with respect to liability arising out of activities, “operations,” or “work” performed by or
on behalf of Supplier, with respect to this Contract. Supplier agrees to include Sourcewell and
Participating Entities that access this Contract as an additional insured under products and completed
operations with respect to claims brought against Sourcewell and the Participating Entities that access
this Contract caused by a defect in the Supplier’s product or the negligence of Supplier. The policy
provision(s) or endorsement(s) must further provide that coverage is primary and not excess over or
contributory with any other valid, applicable, and collectible insurance or self-insurance in force for the
additional insureds. It is agreed that primary and non-contributing language will not apply to any claim
based on the sole negligence of Sourcewell or any Participating Entity accessing this Contract.

D. WAIVER OF SUBROGATION. Supplier waives and must require (by endorsement or otherwise) all its
insurers to waive subrogation rights against Sourcewell and other additional insureds for losses paid
under the insurance policies required by this Contract or other insurance applicable to the Supplier or its
subcontractors. The waiver must apply to all deductibles and/or self-insured retentions applicable to the
required or any other insurance maintained by the Supplier or its subcontractors. Where permitted by
law, Supplier must require similar written express waivers of subrogation and insurance clauses from each
of its subcontractors.

E. UMBRELLA/EXCESS LIABILITY/SELF-INSURED RETENTION. The limits required by this Contract can be
met by either providing a primary policy or in combination with umbrella/excess liability policy(ies), or
self-insured retention.

19. COMPLIANCE

A. LAWS AND REGULATIONS. All Equipment, Products, or Services provided under this Contract must
comply fully with applicable federal laws and regulations, and with the laws in the states and provinces in
which the Equipment, Products, or Services are sold.

B. LICENSES. Supplier must maintain a valid and current status on all required federal, state/provincial,
and local licenses, bonds, and permits required for the operation of the business that the Supplier
conducts with Sourcewell and Participating Entities.

20. BANKRUPTCY, DEBARMENT, OR SUSPENSION CERTIFICATION

Supplier certifies that it is not in bankruptcy or that it has previously disclosed in writing certain
information to Sourcewell related to bankruptcy actions. If at any time during this Contract Supplier
declares bankruptcy, Supplier must immediately notify Sourcewell in writing.

Supplier certifies that neither it nor its principals are presently debarred, suspended, proposed for
debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from programs operated by the State of
Minnesota; the United States federal government or the Canadian government, as applicable; or any
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Participating Entity. Supplier certifies that neither it nor its principals have been convicted of a criminal
offense related to the subject matter of this Contract. Supplier further certifies that it will provide
immediate written notice to Sourcewell if this certification changes at any time.

21. PROVISIONS FOR NON-UNITED STATES FEDERAL ENTITY PROCUREMENTS UNDER UNITED STATES
FEDERAL AWARDS OR OTHER AWARDS

Participating Entities that use United States federal grant or FEMA funds to purchase goods or services
from this Contract may be subject to additional requirements including the procurement standards of the
Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards, 2
C.F.R. § 200. Participating Entities may have additional requirements based on specific funding source
terms or conditions. Within this Article, all references to “federal” should be interpreted to mean the
United States federal government. The following list only applies when a Participating Entity accesses
Supplier’s Equipment, Products, or Services with United States federal funds.

A. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY. Except as otherwise provided under 41 C.F.R. § 60, all contracts

If the federal award meets the
definition of “funding agreement” under 37 C.F.R. § 401.2(a) and the recipient or subrecipient wishes to
enter into a contract with a small business firm or nonprofit organization regarding the substitution of
parties, assignment or performance of experimental, developmental, or research work under that
“funding agreement,” the recipient or subrecipient must comply with the requirements of 37 C.F.R. § 401,
“Rights to Inventions Made by Nonprofit Organizations and Small Business Firms Under Government
Grants, Contracts and Cooperative Agreements,” and any implementing regulations issued by the
awarding agency.

The Contractor
acknowledges that 31 U.S.C. 38 (Administrative Remedies for False Claims and Statements) applies to the
Supplier’s actions pertaining to this Contract or any purchase by a Participating Entity.

P. FEDERAL DEBT. The Supplier certifies that it is non-delinquent in its repayment of any federal
debt. Examples of relevant debt include delinquent payroll and other taxes, audit disallowance, and
benefit overpayments.

Q. CONFLICTS OF INTEREST. The Supplier must notify the U.S. Office of General Services, Sourcewell, and
Participating Entity as soon as possible if this Contract or any aspect related to the anticipated work under
this Contract raises an actual or potential conflict of interest (as described in 2 C.F.R. Part 200). The
Supplier must explain the actual or potential conflict in writing in sufficient detail so that the U.S. Office of
General Services, Sourcewell, and Participating Entity are able to assess the actual or potential conflict;
and provide any additional information as necessary or requested.

R. U.S. EXECUTIVE ORDER 13224. The Supplier, and its subcontractors, must comply with U.S. Executive
Order 13224 and U.S. Laws that prohibit transactions with and provision of resources and support to
individuals and organizations associated with terrorism.

S. PROHIBITION ON CERTAIN TELECOMMUNICATIONS AND VIDEO SURVEILLANCE SERVICES OR
EQUIPMENT. To the extent applicable, Supplier certifies that during the term of this Contract it will
comply with applicable requirements of 2 C.F.R. § 200.216.

22. CANCELLATION

Sourcewell or Supplier may cancel this Contract at any time, with or without cause, upon 60 days’
written notice to the other party. However, Sourcewell may cancel this Contract immediately upon
discovery of a material defect in any certification made in Supplier’s Proposal. Cancellation of this
Contract does not relieve either party of financial, product, or service obligations incurred or
accrued prior to cancellation.

ONE ARIZONA DISTRIBUTION OF OPIOID SETTLEMENT FUNDS
AGREEMENT

General Principles

The people of the State of Arizona and Arizona communities have been harmed by the
opioid epidemic, which was caused by entities within the Pharmaceutical Supply Chain.

The State of Arizona, ex rel. Mark Brnovich, Attorney General (the “State”), and certain
Participating Local Governments are separately engaged in litigation seeking to hold the
Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participants accountable for the damage they caused.

The State and the Participating Local Governments share a common desire to abate and
alleviate the impacts of the Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participants’ misconduct
throughout the State of Arizona.

The State and the Participating Local Governments previously entered into the One
Arizona Opioid Settlement Memorandum of Understanding for the purpose of jointly
approaching Settlement negotiations with the Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participants.

The State and the Participating Local Governments now enter into this One Arizona
Distribution of Opioid Settlement Funds Agreement (“Agreement”) to establish binding
terms for the distribution and spending of funds from Settlements with the Pharmaceutical
Supply Chain Participants.

A. Definitions

As used in this Agreement:

I.

“Approved Purpose(s)” shall mean those uses identified in the agreed Opioid Abatement
Strategies attached as Exhibit A.

“Contingency Fee Fund” shall mean a sub fund established in a Settlement for the purpose
of paying contingency fees, such as the Attorney Fee Fund described in Section 1.V of the
Settlement with the Settling Distributors and the sub fund of the Attorney Fee Fund
described in Section IL.D of the Settlement with J&J.!

“J&J” shall mean Johnson & Johnson, Janssen Pharmaceuticals, Inc., OrthoMcNeil-
Janssen Pharmaceuticals, Inc., and Janssen Pharmaceutica, Inc.

“Litigation” means existing or potential legal claims against Pharmaceutical Supply Chain
Participants seeking to hold them accountable for the damage caused by their misfeasance,
nonfeasance, and malfeasance relating to the unlawful manufacture, marketing, promotion,
distribution, or dispensing of prescription opioids.

“Opioid Funds” shall mean monetary amounts obtained through a Settlement as defined in
this Agreement.

“Participating Local Government(s)” shall mean all counties, cities, and towns within the
geographic boundaries of the State that have chosen to sign on to this Agreement and each
applicable Settlement. The Participating Local Governments may be referred to separately
in this Agreement as “Participating Counties” and “Participating Cities and Towns” (or
“Participating Cities or Towns,” as appropriate).

“Parties” shall mean the State and the Participating Local Governments.

“Pharmaceutical Supply Chain” shall mean the process and channels through which licit
opioids are manufactured, marketed, promoted, distributed, or dispensed.

“Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participant” shall mean any entity that engages in or has
engaged in the manufacture, marketing, promotion, distribution, or dispensing of licit
opioids.

“Settlement” shall mean the negotiated resolution of legal or equitable claims against a
Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participant when that resolution has been jointly entered into
by the State and the Participating Local Government and approved as final by a court of
competent jurisdiction.

“Settling Distributors” shall mean McKesson Corporation, Cardinal Health, Inc., and
AmerisourceBergen Corporation.

“Trustee” shall mean either (1) an independent trustee who shall be responsible for the
ministerial task of releasing the Opioid Funds that are in trust as authorized herein and
accounting for all payments into or out of the trust, or (2) a settlement fund administrator,
in the event that the Settlement includes a fund administrator. In either case, the Trustee
will distribute funds in accordance with this Agreement.

B. Intrastate Regions

1.

The State of Arizona will be divided into regions, each of which will be referred to as a
“Region” and will consist of: (1) a single Participating County and all of its Participating
Cities and Towns; or (2) all of the Participating Cities and Towns within a non-
Participating County. If there is only one Participating City or Town within a non-
Participating County, that single Participating City or Town will still constitute a Region.
Two or more Regions may at their discretion form a group (“Multicounty Region™).
Regions that do not choose to form a Multicounty Region will be their own Region.
Participating Cities and Towns within a non-Participating County may not form a Region
with Participating Cities and Towns in another county.

The LG Share funds described in Section C(1) will be distributed to each Region according
to the percentages set forth in Exhibit B. The Regional allocation model uses three equally
weighted factors: (1) the amount of opioids shipped to the Region; (2) the number of opioid
deaths that occurred in that Region; and (3) the number of people who suffer opioid use
disorder in that Region. In the event any county does not participate in this Agreement, that



county’s percentage share shall be reallocated proportionally amongst the Participating
Counties by applying this same methodology to only the Participating Counties.

In single-county Regions, that county’s health department will serve as the lead agency
responsible for distributing the LG Share funds. That health department, acting as the lead
agency, shall consult with the cities and towns in the county regarding distribution of the
LG Share funds.

For each Multicounty Region, an advisory council shall be formed from the Participating
Local Governments in the Multicounty Region to distribute the collective LG Share funds.
Each advisory council shall include at least three Participating Local Government
representatives, not all of whom may reside in the same county. Each advisory council
shall consult with the Participating Local Governments in the Multicounty Region
regarding distribution of the collective LG Share funds.

For each Region consisting of the Participating Cities and Towns within a non-
Participating County, an advisory council shall be formed from the Participating Cities and
Towns in the Region to distribute the LG Share funds. Each advisory council shall include
at least three representatives from the Participating Cities and Towns in the Region, or a
representative from each Participating City and Town if the Region consists of fewer than
three Participating Cities and Towns. In no event may more than one individual represent
the same city or town. To the extent any Participating Cities or Towns in the Region are
not represented on the advisory council, the advisory council shall consult with the non-
represented Participating Cities and Towns regarding distribution of the collective LG
Share funds.

C. Allocation of Settlement Proceeds

1.

2.

All Opioid Funds shall be divided with 44% to the State (“State Share”) and 56% to the
Participating Local Governments (“LG Share”).?

All Opioid Funds, except those allocated to payment of counsel and litigation expenses as
set forth in Section E, shall be utilized in a manner consistent with the Approved Purposes
definition. Compliance with this requirement shall be verified through reporting, as set out
in Section F.

Each LG Share will be distributed to each Region or Multicounty Region as set forth in
Section B(2). Participating Counties and their constituent Participating Cities and Towns
may distribute the funds allocated to the Region or Multicounty Region amongst
themselves in any manner they choose. If a county and its cities and towns cannot agree on
how to allocate the funds, the default allocation in Exhibit C will apply. The default
allocation formula uses historical federal data showing how each county and the cities and
towns within it have made opioids-related expenditures in the past. If a county or any cities
or towns within a Region or Multicounty Region do not sign on to this Agreement and each

Settlement, and if the Participating Local Governments in the Region or Multicounty
Region cannot agree on how to allocate the funds from that Settlement amongst
themselves, the funds shall be reallocated proportionally by applying this same
methodology to only the Participating Local Governments in the Region or Multicounty
Region.

If the LG Share for a given Participating Local Government is less than $500, then that
amount will instead be distributed to the Region or Multicounty Region in which the
Participating Local Government is located to allow practical application of the abatement
remedy. If the county did not sign on to the Settlement as defined herein, the funds will be
reallocated to the State Share.

The State Share shall be paid by check or wire transfer directly to the State through the
Trustee, who shall hold the funds in trust, or as otherwise required by a Settlement for the
benefit of the State, to be timely distributed as set forth in C(1) herein. The LG Share shall
be paid by check or wire transfer directly to the Regions or Multicounty Regions through
the Trustee, who shall hold the funds in trust, or as otherwise required by a Settlement for
the benefit of the Participating Local Governments, to be timely distributed as set forth in
B(2), C(1), C(3), and C(4) herein.

The State Share shall be used only for (1) Approved Purposes within the State or (2) grants
to organizations for Approved Purposes within the State.

The LG Share shall be used only for (1) Approved Purposes by Participating Local
Governments within a Region or Multicounty Region or (2) grants to organizations for
Approved Purposes within a Region or Multicounty Region.

The State will endeavor to prioritize up to 30% of the State Share for opioid education and
advertising related to awareness, addiction, or treatment; Department of Corrections and
related prison and jail opioid uses; and opioid interdiction and abatement on Arizona’s
southern border, including grants to assist with the building, remodeling and/or operation
of centers for treatment, drug testing, medication-assisted treatment services, probation,
job training, and/or counseling services, among other programs.

If the federal Center for Medicare and Medicaid Services (“CMS”) disallows any federal
funding for the State’s Medicaid programs pursuant to 42 U.S.C. § 1396b as a consequence
of sums received pursuant to resolution of any Litigation with Pharmaceutical Supply
Chain Participants, or otherwise seeks to recover sums it regards as the federal share of any
Settlement, the amount recovered by CMS shall first be paid from the total amount of
Opioid Funds available to the Parties under that Settlement and the distribution to the State
and Participating Local Governments shall thereafter be made from the remaining funds.

The Parties acknowledge and agree that any Settlement may require Participating Local
Governments to release all their claims against the settling Pharmaceutical Supply Chain
Participants to receive Opioid Funds. The Parties further acknowledge and agree based on
the terms of any such national Settlement, a Participating Local Government will not
receive funds through this Agreement until it has complied with all requirements set forth



in that national Settlement to release its claims. This Agreement is not a promise by any
Party that any Settlement (including any Settlement resolved through bankruptcy) will be
finalized or executed.

D. Participation of Cities and Towns

1.

By signing on to the Agreement and any Settlement, a Participating County will receive
60% of its available LG Share for that Settlement when distribution under that Settlement
occurs. Any such Participating County will receive up to an additional 40% of its available
LG Share for that Settlement by securing the participation of its constituent cities and towns
as signatories to this Agreement and that Settlement when distribution under that
Settlement occurs. The sliding scale attached as Exhibit D will determine the share of funds
available to the Participating County.’

If a Participating County does not achieve 100% participation of its cities and towns within
the period of time required in a Settlement document for subdivision participation, the
remaining portions of the LG Share that were otherwise available to the Participating
County will be reallocated to (i) the State Share and (ii) the LG Share for the Participating
Counties which have achieved 100% participation of their cities and towns in accordance
with the percentages described in Sections B(2), C(1), and C(3), and set forth in Exhibits
B and C.

E. Payment of Counsel and Litigation Expenses

1.

The Parties anticipate that any Settlement will provide for the payment of all or a portion
of the fees and litigation expenses of certain state and local governments.

If the court in In Re: National Prescription Opiate Litigation, MDL No. 2804 (N.D. Ohio)
or if a Settlement establishes a common benefit fund or similar device to compensate
attorneys for services rendered and expenses incurred that have benefited plaintiffs
generally in the litigation (the “Common Benefit Fund”), and requires certain
governmental plaintiffs to pay a share of their recoveries from defendants into the Common
Benefit Fund as a “tax,” then the Participating Local Governments shall first seek to have
the settling defendants pay the “tax.” If the settling defendants do not agree to pay the
“tax,” then the “tax” shall be paid from the LG Share prior to allocation and distribution of
funds to the Participating Local Governments.*

3 Population allocation of cities and towns within counties will be derived from the population
data included in any national Settlement. If such data is not included in the respective national
Settlement, then population allocation will be determined from those cities and towns listed in
Exhibit C. The data in Exhibit C is derived from the U.S. Census Estimate (July 1, 2019).

* This paragraph shall not apply to the Settlement with the Settling Distributors or the Settlement
with J&J.



3. Any governmental entity that seeks attorneys’ fees and expenses from the Litigation shall
seek those fees and expenses first from the national Settlement.’ In addition, the Parties
agree that the Participating Local Governments will create a supplemental attorney’s fees
and costs fund (the “Backstop Fund”).

4. In the event that any Settlement imposes additional limitations or obligations on the
payment of counsel and litigation expenses, those limitations and obligations take
precedence over this Agreement.

5. The Backstop Fund is to be used to compensate counsel for Participating Local
Governments that filed opioid lawsuits by September 1, 2020 (“Litigating Participating
Local Governments”). Payments out of the Backstop Fund shall be determined by a
committee consisting of one representative from each of the Litigating Participating Local
Governments (the “Opioid Fee and Expense Committee™).

6. The amount of the Backstop Fund shall be determined as follows: From any national
Settlement, the funds in the Backstop Fund shall equal 14.25% of the LG Share for that
Settlement. No portion of the State Share shall be used for the Backstop Fund or in any
other way to fund any Participating Local Government’s attorney’s fees and costs. If
required to do so by any Settlement, Participating Local Governments must report to the
national Settlement Fund Administrator regarding contributions to, or payments from, the
Backstop Fund.

7. The maximum percentage of any contingency fee agreement permitted for compensation
shall be 25% of the portion of the LG Share attributable to the Litigating Participating
Local Government that is a party to the contingency fee agreement, plus expenses
attributable to that Litigating Participating Local Government, unless a Settlement or other
court order imposes a lower limitation on contingency fees. Under no circumstances may
counsel collect more for its work on behalf of a Litigating Participating Local Government
than it would under its contingency agreement with that Litigating Participating Local
Government.

8. Payments to counsel for Participating Local Governments shall be made from the Backstop
Fund in the same percentages and over the same period of time as the national Contingency
Fee Fund for each settlement. The Attorneys’ Fees and Costs schedule for the Settling
Distributors is listed in Exhibit R §(II)(S)(1) of the Settlement with the Settling

5 The State retained outside counsel in the Purdue litigation and if it is unable to secure payment
of attorneys’ fees and expenses from the bankruptcy proceedings in an amount sufficient to
compensate outside counsel consistent with the terms of the State’s contract with that outside
counsel, any remaining attorneys’ fees and expenses related to the representation of the State will
first be paid directly from the total amount of Opioid Funds available to the Parties under that
Settlement, up to the agreed amount in the outside counsel contract, and the distribution to the
State and Participating Local Governments shall thereafter be made from the remaining funds.



Distributors.® The Attorneys’ Fees and Costs schedule for J&J is listed in Exhibit R
§(IN)(A)(1) of the Settlement with J&J.” For future Settlements with other defendants in the
Pharmaceutical Supply Chain, any necessary payments to counsel for Participating Local
Governments shall be made from the Backstop Fund in the same percentages and over the
same periods of time as the fee funds for those Settlements, if applicable, subject to the
limitations set forth in this Agreement set form in paragraph E(7) above.

Any funds remaining in the Backstop Fund in excess of the amounts needed to cover
private counsel’s representation agreements shall revert to the Participating Local
Governments according to the percentages set forth in Exhibits B and C, to be used for
Approved Purposes as set forth herein and in Exhibit A.

F. Compliance Reporting and Accountability

I.

If the State and Participating Local Governments use a Trustee for purposes of distributing
funds pursuant to any Settlement, the Trustee shall be requested to provide timely an up-
to-date accounting of payments into or out of any trust established to hold such funds and/or
its subaccounts upon written request of the State or a Participating Local Government.

The State, Regions, and Participating Local Governments may object to an allocation or
expenditure of Opioid Funds solely on the basis that the allocation or expenditure at issue
(1) is inconsistent with provision C(1) hereof with respect to the amount of the State Share
or LG Share; (2) is inconsistent with an agreed-upon allocation, or the default allocations
in Exhibits B and C, as contemplated by Section C(3); or (3) violates the limitations set
forth in F(3) with respect to compensation of the Trustee. The objector shall have the right
to bring that objection within two years of the date of its discovery to a superior court in
Maricopa County, Arizona.

In the event that the State and Participating Local Governments use a Trustee,
compensation for Trustee’s expenses of fund administration may be paid out of the Opioid
Funds for reasonable expenses; provided that, reasonable expenses do not exceed the
administrative expenses allowed under the terms of the relevant Settlement.

The Parties shall maintain, for a period of at least five years, records of abatement
expenditures and documents underlying those expenditures, so that it can be verified that
funds are being or have been utilized in a manner consistent with the Approved Purposes
definition. This requirement supersedes any shorter period of time specified in any
applicable document retention or destruction policy.

Atleast annually, by July 31 of each year, each Region or Multicounty Region shall provide
to the State a report detailing for the preceding fiscal year (1) the amount of the LG Share
received by each Participating Local Government within the Region or Multicounty
Region, (2) the allocation of any awards approved (listing the recipient, the amount
awarded, the program to be funded, and disbursement terms), and (3) the amounts

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disbursed on approved allocations. In order to facilitate this reporting, each Participating
Local Government within a Region or Multicounty Region shall provide information
necessary to meet these reporting obligations to a delegate(s) selected by the Region or
Multicounty Region to provide its annual report to the State. Any Participating Local
Government shall also comply with any reporting requirements imposed by any
Settlement.

. No later than September 30 of each year, the State shall publish on its website a report
detailing for the preceding fiscal year (1) the amount of the State Share received, (2) the
allocation of any awards approved (listing the recipient, the amount awarded, the program
to be funded, and disbursement terms), and (3) the amounts disbursed on approved
allocations. In addition, the State shall publish on its website the reports described in F(5)
above. The State shall also comply with any reporting requirements imposed by any
Settlement.

If it appears to the State, a Region, or a Multicounty Region that the State or another
Region or Multicounty Region is using or has used Settlement funds for non-Approved
Purposes, the State, Region, or Multicounty Region may on written request seek and
obtain the documentation underlying the report(s) described in F(5) or F(6), as applicable,
including documentation described in F(4). The State, Region, or Multicounty Region
receiving such request shall have 14 days to provide the requested information. The
requesting party and the State, Region, or Multicounty Region receiving such request
may extend the time period for compliance with the request only upon mutual agreement.

Following a request made pursuant to F(7) and when it appears that LG Share funds are
being or have been spent on non-Approved Purposes, the State may seek and obtain in an
action in a court of competent jurisdiction in Maricopa County, Arizona an injunction
prohibiting the Region or Multicounty Region from spending LG Share funds on non-
Approved Purposes and requiring the Region or Multicounty Region to return the monies
that it spent on non-Approved Purposes after notice as is required by the rules of civil
procedure. So long as the action is pending, distribution of LG Share funds to the Region
or Multicounty Region temporarily will be suspended. Once the action is resolved, the
suspended payments will resume, less any amounts that were ordered returned but have
not been returned by the time the action is resolved.

Following a request made pursuant to F(7) and when it appears to at least eight
Participating Counties that have signed on to this Agreement and a subsequent Settlement
that the State Share funds are being or have been spent on non-Approved Purposes, the
Participating Counties may seek and obtain in an action in a superior court of Maricopa
County, Arizona an injunction prohibiting the State from spending State Share funds on
non-Approved Purposes and requiring the State to return the monies it spent on non-
Approved Purposes after notice as is required by the rules of civil procedure. So long as
the action is pending, distribution of State Share funds to the State temporarily will be
suspended. Once the action is resolved, the suspended payments will resume, less any
monies that were ordered returned but have not been returned by the time the action is
resolved.



10. In an action brought pursuant to F(8) or F(9), attorney’s fees and costs shall not be

recoverable.

G. Settlement Negotiations

I.

The State and the Participating Local Governments agree to inform each other in advance
of any negotiations relating to an Arizona-only settlement with a Pharmaceutical Supply
Chain Participant that includes both the State and the Participating Local Governments and
shall provide each other the opportunity to participate in all such negotiations.

The State and the Participating Local Governments further agree to keep each other
reasonably informed of all other global settlement negotiations with Pharmaceutical
Supply Chain Participants. Neither this provision, nor any other, shall be construed to state
or imply that either the State or the Participating Local Governments (collectively, the
“Arizona Parties”) are unauthorized to engage in settlement negotiations with
Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participants without prior consent or contemporaneous
participation of the other, or that either party is entitled to participate as an active or direct
participant in settlement negotiations with the other. Rather, while the State’s and the
Participating Local Government’s efforts to achieve worthwhile settlements are to be
collaborative, incremental stages need not be so.

The State or any Participating Local Government may withdraw from coordinated
Settlement discussions detailed in this Section upon 10 business days’ written notice to the
other Arizona Parties and counsel for any affected Pharmaceutical Supply Chain
Participant. The withdrawal of any Arizona Party releases the remaining Arizona Parties
from the restrictions and obligations in this Section.

The obligations in this Section shall not affect any Party’s right to proceed with trial or,
within 30 days of the date upon which a trial involving that Party’s claims against a specific
Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participant is scheduled to begin, reach a case-specific
resolution with that particular Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participant.

H. Amendments

1.

The Parties agree to make such amendments as necessary to implement the intent of this
Agreement.

TREAT OPIOID USE DISORDER (OUD)

Support treatment of Opioid Use Disorder (OUD) and any co-occurring Substance Use
Disorder or Mental Health (SUD/MH) conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction through
evidence-based, evidence-informed, or promising programs or strategies that may include,
but are not limited to, the following:

1.

Expand availability of treatment for OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions,
co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including all forms of Medication-Assisted Treatment
(MAT) approved by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration.

Support and reimburse services that include the full American Society of Addiction
Medicine (ASAM) continuum of care for OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including but not limited to:

a. Medication-Assisted Treatment (MAT);
b. Abstinence-based treatment;

c. Treatment, recovery, or other services provided by states, subdivisions,
community health centers; non-for-profit providers; or for-profit providers;

d. Treatment by providers that focus on OUD treatment as well as treatment by
providers that offer OUD treatment along with treatment for other SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction; or

e. Evidence-informed residential services programs, as noted below.

Expand telehealth to increase access to treatment for OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including MAT, as well as
counseling, psychiatric support, and other treatment and recovery support services.

Improve oversight of Opioid Treatment Programs (OTPs) to assure evidence-based,
evidence-informed, or promising practices such as adequate methadone dosing.

Support mobile intervention, treatment, and recovery services, offered by qualified
professionals and service providers, such as peer recovery coaches, for persons with
OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction and
for persons who have experienced an opioid overdose.

Support treatment of mental health trauma resulting from the traumatic experiences of
the opioid user (e.g., violence, sexual assault, human trafficking, or adverse childhood
experiences) and family members (e.g., surviving family members after an overdose

or overdose fatality), and training of health care personnel to identify and address such
trauma.

Support detoxification (detox) and withdrawal management services for persons with
OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction,
including medical detox, referral to treatment, or connections to other services or
supports.

Support training on MAT for health care providers, students, or other supporting
professionals, such as peer recovery coaches or recovery outreach specialists,
including telementoring to assist community-based providers in rural or underserved
areas.

Support workforce development for addiction professionals who work with persons
with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.

Provide fellowships for addiction medicine specialists for direct patient care,
instructors, and clinical research for treatments.

Provide funding and training for clinicians to obtain a waiver under the federal Drug
Addiction Treatment Act of 2000 (DATA 2000) to prescribe MAT for OUD, and
provide technical assistance and professional support to clinicians who have obtained
a DATA 2000 waiver.

Support the dissemination of web-based training curricula, such as the American
Academy of Addiction Psychiatry’s Provider Clinical Support Service-Opioids web-
based training curriculum and motivational interviewing.

Support the development and dissemination of new curricula, such as the American
Academy of Addiction Psychiatry’s Provider Clinical Support Service for Medication-
Assisted Treatment.

SUPPORT PEOPLE IN TREATMENT AND RECOVERY

Support people in treatment for and recovery from OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction through evidence-based, evidence-informed, or
promising programs or strategies that may include, but are not limited to, the following:

1.

Provide the full continuum of care of recovery services for OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including supportive housing,
residential treatment, medical detox services, peer support services and counseling,
community navigators, case management, and connections to community-based
services.

Provide counseling, peer-support, recovery case management and residential
treatment with access to medications for those who need it to persons with OUD and
any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.

Provide access to housing for people with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including supportive housing, recovery
housing, housing assistance programs, or training for housing providers.

Provide community support services, including social and legal services, to assist in
deinstitutionalizing persons with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-
usage, and/or co-addiction.

Provide training and development of procedures for government staff to appropriately
interact and provide social and other services to current and recovering opioid users,
including reducing stigma.

Support stigma reduction efforts regarding treatment and support for persons with
OUD, including reducing the stigma on effective treatment.

CONNECT PEOPLE WHO NEED HELP TO THE HELP THEY NEED
(CONNECTIONS TO CARE)

Provide connections to care for people who have — or are at risk of developing — OUD and
any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction through evidence-
based, evidence-informed, or promising programs or strategies that may include, but are not
limited to, the following:

1.

Ensure that health care providers are screening for OUD and other risk factors and
know how to appropriately counsel and treat (or refer if necessary) a patient for OUD
treatment.

Support Screening, Brief Intervention and Referral to Treatment (SBIRT) programs
to reduce the transition from use to disorders.

Provide training and long-term implementation of SBIRT in key systems (health,
schools, colleges, criminal justice, and probation), with a focus on youth and young
adults when transition from misuse to opioid disorder is common.

Purchase automated versions of SBIRT and support ongoing costs of the technology.

Support training for emergency room personnel treating opioid overdose patients on
post-discharge planning, including community referrals for MAT, recovery case
management or support services.

SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, or persons who have experienced
an opioid overdose, into community treatment or recovery services through a bridge
clinic or similar approach.

Support crisis stabilization centers that serve as an alternative to hospital emergency
departments for persons with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-
usage, and/or co-addiction or persons that have experienced an opioid overdose.

Provide funding for peer navigators, recovery coaches, care coordinators, or care
managers that offer assistance to persons with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction or to persons who have experienced on
opioid overdose.

Create or support school-based contacts that parents can engage with to seek
immediate treatment services for their child; and support prevention, intervention,
treatment, and recovery programs focused on young people.

Develop and support best practices on addressing OUD in the workplace.
Support assistance programs for health care providers with OUD.

Engage non-profits and the faith community as a system to support outreach for
treatment.

Support centralized call centers that provide information and connections to
appropriate services and supports for persons with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.

Create or support intake and call centers to facilitate education and access to treatment,
prevention, and recovery services for persons with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.

b. Active outreach strategies such as the Drug Abuse Response Team (DART)
model;

c. “Naloxone Plus” strategies, which work to ensure that individuals who have
received naloxone to reverse the effects of an overdose are then linked to treatment
programs or other appropriate services;

d. Officer prevention strategies, such as the Law Enforcement Assisted Diversion
(LEAD) model;

e. Officer intervention strategies such as the Leon County, Florida Adult Civil
Citation Network or the Chicago Westside Narcotics Diversion to Treatment
Initiative;

f. Co-responder and/or alternative responder models to address OUD-related 911
calls with greater SUD expertise and to reduce perceived barriers associated with
law enforcement 911 responses; or

g. County prosecution diversion programs, including diversion officer salary, only
for counties with a population of 50,000 or less. Any diversion services in matters
involving opioids must include drug testing, monitoring, or treatment.

Support pre-trial services that connect individuals with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction to evidence-informed treatment,
including MAT, and related services.

Support treatment and recovery courts for persons with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, but only if these courts provide
referrals to evidence-informed treatment, including MAT.



Provide evidence-informed treatment, including MAT, recovery support, or other
appropriate services to individuals with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction who are incarcerated in jail or prison.

Provide evidence-informed treatment, including MAT, recovery support, or other
appropriate services to individuals with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction who are leaving jail or prison have recently
left jail or prison, are on probation or parole, are under community corrections
supervision, or are in re-entry programs or facilities.

Support critical time interventions (CTI), particularly for individuals living with dual-
diagnosis OUD/serious mental illness, and services for individuals who face
immediate risks and service needs and risks upon release from correctional settings.

Provide training on best practices for addressing the needs of criminal-justice-
involved persons with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage,
and/or co-addiction to law enforcement, correctional, or judicial personnel or to
providers of treatment, recovery, case management, or other services offered in
connection with any of the strategies described in this section.

ADDRESS THE NEEDS OF PREGNANT OR PARENTING WOMEN AND
THEIR FAMILIES. INCLUDING BABIES WITH NEONATAL ABSTINENCE
SYNDROME

Address the needs of pregnant or parenting women with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, and the needs of their families, including babies
with neonatal abstinence syndrome, through evidence-based, evidence-informed, or
promising programs or strategies that may include, but are not limited to, the following:

1.

Support evidence-based, evidence-informed, or promising treatment, including MAT,
recovery services and supports, and prevention services for pregnant women — or
women who could become pregnant — who have OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, and other measures to educate and provide
support to families affected by Neonatal Abstinence Syndrome.

Dear Mr. Cooper:

State and local governments across the country have been litigating against the opioid
industry in response to their alleged unethical and illegal practices. Arizona now has an opportunity
to settle with some of the manufacturers and distributors and secure financial resources to contend
with the devastation that has been caused to our communities. The total amount of money that
Arizonans receive is dependent upon the number of local governments that participate, so I
invite you to join our efforts.

A major step to facilitating a resolution with the opioid parties was recently achieved. The
State of Arizona and all 15 counties have now agreed to the One Arizona Opioid Settlement
Memorandum of Understanding (the “One Arizona Plan” or “MOU”). This MOU provides a
framework for distributing opioid settlement funds fairly and effectively throughout our state.
Moreover, the One Arizona Plan treats both litigating and non-litigating political subdivisions
equally.

Like all states engaged in this process, Arizona’s MOU employs certain formulas and data
collected by federal agencies such as (i) opioid use disorder rates, (ii) the number of opioid overdose
deaths, and (iii) the amount and potency of opioids shipped to each community. U.S. Census Bureau
data is also used to determine historical expenditures related to opioid abatement for designated
areas. With this in mind, please be assured that my office has made every effort to maximize
recovery for all cities and towns. In fact, under the MOU the State government’s share of funds
actually declines with the participation of more counties and cities. Nevertheless, this structure was
agreed to because it will increase the overall benefit to Arizona’s residents.

Also important to consider is what the One Arizona Plan will not do. Unlike some other
states, Arizona’s MOU does not create new foundations, form boards, or make political
appointments to control the funding. In fact, our MOU does the exact opposite thus cutting red tape

and streamlining the grant process to quickly get the funds to those in need. Local governments are
best able to utilize resources targeted for their constituents, so no state authorization is required for
expenditure. The only requirements are that funds be spent in accordance with the approved
purposes detailed in the One Arizona Plan’s Exhibit A, and that basic reciprocal reporting be
completed.

Standing together, we can maximize critically needed resources to assist Arizonans
impacted by the opioid crisis, so our goal is 100% participation among cities and towns. [urge
you to consider the One Arizona Plan with your legal counsel, execute the MOU in the space
provided and return it to my office. The deadline to submit your signature page is December 15,
2020 at 5:00 pm. Any questions that you have may be addressed to Acting Section Chief Matthew
du Mée at Matthew.duMee@azag.gov, or Assistant Attorney General Jennifer Bonham at
Jennifer.Bonham@azag.gov.

ONE ARIZONA OPIOID SETTLEMENT MEMORANDUM OF
UNDERSTANDING

General Principles

The people of the State of Arizona and Arizona communities have been harmed by the
opioid epidemic, which was caused by entities within the Pharmaceutical Supply Chain.

The State of Arizona, ex rel. Mark Brnovich, Attorney General (the “State™), and certain
Participating Local Governments are separately engaged in litigation seeking to hold the
Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participants accountable for the damage they caused.

The State and the Participating Local Governments share a common desire to abate and
alleviate the impacts of the Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participants’ misconduct
throughout the State of Arizona.

The State and the Participating Local Governments enter into this One Arizona Opioid
Settlement Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) to jointly approach Settlement
negotiations with the Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participants.

This MOU has been drafted collaboratively to maintain the Parties’ existing or potential
legal claims (to the extent legally cognizable) while allowing the Parties to cooperate in
exploring all possible means of resolution.

Nothing in this MOU binds the Parties to a specific outcome. Any resolution under this
MOU will require a subsequent acceptance by the State and the Participating Local
Governments of a final opioid Settlement plan.

Nothing in this MOU should alter or change the right of the State or any Participating
Local Government to pursue its own claim. The intent of this MOU is to join the Parties
to seek a Settlement or Settlements with one or more Pharmaceutical Supply Chain
Participants.

A. Definitions

As used in this MOU:

1.

“Approved Purpose(s)” shall mean those uses identified in the agreed Opioid Abatement
Strategies attached as Exhibit A.

“Litigation” means existing or potential legal claims against Pharmaceutical Supply
Chain Participants seeking to hold them accountable for the damage caused by their
misfeasance, nonfeasance, and malfeasance relating to the unlawful manufacture,
marketing, promotion, distribution, or dispensing of prescription opioids.



“Opioid Funds” shall mean monetary amounts obtained through a Settlement as defined
in this MOU.

“Participating Local Government(s)” shall mean all counties, cities, and towns within the
geographic boundaries of the State that have chosen to sign on to this MOU. The
Participating Local Governments may be referred to separately in this MOU as
“Participating Counties” and “Participating Cities and Towns” (or “Participating Cities or
Towns,” as appropriate).

“Parties” shall mean the State and the Participating Local Governments.

“Pharmaceutical Supply Chain” shall mean the process and channels through which licit
opioids are manufactured, marketed, promoted, distributed, or dispensed.

“Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participant” shall mean any entity that engages in or has
engaged in the manufacture, marketing, promotion, distribution, or dispensing of licit
opioids.

“Settlement” shall mean the negotiated resolution of legal or equitable claims against a
Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participant when that resolution has been jointly entered
into by the State and the Participating Local Governments.

“Trustee” shall mean an independent trustee who shall be responsible for the ministerial
task of releasing the Opioid Funds that are in trust as authorized herein and accounting
for all payments into or out of the trust.

B. Intrastate Regions

i

The State of Arizona will be divided into regions, each of which will be referred to as a
“Region” and will consist of: (1)a single Participating County and all of its Participating
Cities and Towns; or (2) all of the Participating Cities and Towns within a non-
Participating County. If there is only one Participating City or Town within a non-
Participating County, that single Participating City or Town will still constitute a Region.
Two or more Regions may at their discretion form a group (“Multicounty Region”).
Regions that do not choose to form a Multicounty Region will be their own Region.
Participating Cities and Towns within a non-Participating County may not form a Region
with Participating Cities and Towns in another county.

The LG Share funds described in Section C(1) will be distributed to each Region
according to the percentages set forth in Exhibit B. The Regional allocation model uses
three equally weighted factors: (1) the amount of opioids shipped to the Region; (2) the
number of opioid deaths that occurred in that Region; and (3) the number of people who
suffer opioid use disorder in that Region. In the event any county does not participate in
this MOU, that county’s percentage share shall be reallocated proportionally amongst the
Participating Counties by applying this same methodology to only the Participating
Counties.

In single-county Regions, that county’s health department will serve as the lead agency
responsible for distributing the LG Share funds. That health department, acting as the
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lead agency, shall consult with the cities and towns in the county regarding distribution of
the LG Share funds.

4. For each Multicounty Region, an advisory council shall be formed from the Participating
Local Governments in the Multicounty Region to distribute the collective LG Share
funds. Each advisory council shall include at least three Participating Local Government
representatives, not all of whom may reside in the same county. Each advisory council
shall consult with the Participating Local Governments in the Multicounty Region
regarding distribution of the collective LG Share funds.

5. For each Region consisting of the Participating Cities and Towns within a non-
Participating County, an advisory council shall be formed from the Participating Cities
and Towns in the Region to distribute the LG Share funds. Each advisory council shall
include at least three representatives from the Participating Cities and Towns in the
Region, or a representative from each Participating City and Town if the Region consists
of fewer than three Participating Cities and Towns. In no event may more than one
individual represent the same city or town. To the extent any Participating Cities or
Towns in the Region are not represented on the advisory council, the advisory council
shall consult with the non-represented Participating Cities and Towns regarding
distribution of the collective LG Share funds.

C. Allocation of Settlement Proceeds

1. All Opioid Funds shall be divided with 44% to the State (“‘State Share™) and 56% to the
Participating Local Governments (“LG Share”).!

2. All Opioid Funds, regardless of allocation, shall be utilized in a manner consistent with
the Approved Purposes definition, as ultimately memorialized in a Settlement that
becomes an order of the court. Compliance with this requirement shall be verified
through reporting, as set out in Section F.

3. The LG Share will be distributed to each Region as set forth in Section B(2).
Participating Counties and their constituent Participating Cities and Towns may distribute
the funds allocated to the Region amongst themselves in any manner they choose. If the
county and its cities and towns cannot agree on how to allocate the funds, Exhibit C
reflects a default allocation that will apply. The default allocation formula uses historical
federal data showing how the specific county and the cities and towns within it have
made opioids-related expenditures in the past. If the county or any cities or towns within
a Region do not sign on to this MOU and subsequent Settlement, and if the Participating
Local Governments in the Region cannot agree on how to allocate the funds amongst
themselves, they shall reallocate the funds proportionally amongst themselves by
applying this same methodology to only the Participating Local Governments in the
Region.

! This MOU assumes that any opioid settlement for Native American Tribes and Third-Party Payors, including
municipal insurance pools, will be dealt with separately.



If the LG Share for a given Participating Local Government is less than $500, then that
amount will instead be distributed to the county in which the Participating Local
Government is located to allow practical application of the abatement remedy. If the
county did not sign on to the Settlement as defined herein, the funds will be reallocated to
the State Share.

The State Share shall be paid by check or wire transfer directly to the State through the
Trustee, who shall hold the funds in trust in a Qualified Settlement Fund (QSF) for the
benefit of the State to be promptly distributed as set forth in C(1) herein. The LG Share
shall be paid by check or wire transfer directly to the Participating Local Governments
through the Trustee, who shall hold the funds in trust in a QSF for the benefit of the
Participating Local Governments to be promptly distributed as set forth in B(2), C(1),
C(3), and C(4) herein.

The State Share shall be used only for (1) Approved Purposes within the State or (2)
grants to organizations for Approved Purposes within the State.

The LG Share shall be used only for (1) Approved Purposes by Participating Local
Governments within a Region or Multicounty Region or (2) grants to organizations for
Approved Purposes within a Region or Multicounty Region.

The State will endeavor to prioritize up to 30% of the State Share for: opioid education
and advertising related to awareness, addiction, or treatment; Department of Corrections
and related prison and jail opioid uses, and opioid interdiction and abatement on
Arizona’s southern border, including grants to assist with the building, remodeling and/or
operation of centers for treatment, drug testing, medication-assisted treatment services,
probation, job training, and/or counseling services, among other programs.

D. Participation of Cities and Towns

1.

By virtue of signing on to the MOU and Settlement, each Participating County will
receive 60% of its available LG Share. The Participating County will receive up to an
additional 40% of its available LG Share by securing the participation of its constituent
cities and towns as signatories to this MOU and the Settlement. The sliding scale attached
as Exhibit D will determine the share of funds available to the Participating County.

If a Participating County does not achieve 100% participation of its cities and towns
within the period of time required in a Settlement document for subdivision participation,
the remaining portions of the LG Share that were otherwise available to the Participating
County will be reallocated to (i) the State Share and (ii) the LG Share for the
Participating Counties which have achieved 100% participation of their cities and towns
in accordance with the percentages described in Sections B(2), C(1), and C(3), and set
forth in Exhibits B and C.

E. Payment of Counsel and Litigation Expenses

1. The Parties anticipate that any national Settlement will provide for the payment ofallora

portion of the fees and litigation expenses of certain state and local governments.



2. If the court in In Re: National Prescription Opiate Litigation, MDL No. 2804 (N.D.
Ohio) or if a national Settlement establishes a common benefit fund or similar device to
compensate attorneys for services rendered and expenses incurred that have benefited
plaintiffs generally in the litigation (the “Common Benefit Fund”), and requires certain
governmental plaintiffs to pay a share of their recoveries from defendants into the
Common Benefit Fund as a “tax,” then the Participating Local Governments shall first
seek to have the settling defendants pay the “tax.” If the settling defendants do not agree
to pay the “tax,” then the “tax™ shall be paid from the LG Share prior to allocation and
distribution of funds to the Participating Local Governments.?

3. Any governmental entity that seeks attorneys’ fees and expenses from the Litigation shall
seek those fees and expenses first from the national Settlement. In addition, the Parties
agree that the Participating Local Governments will create a supplemental attorney’s fees
and costs fund (the “Backstop Fund”).

4. The Backstop Fund is to be used to compensate counsel for Participating Local
Governments that filed opioid lawsuits by September 1, 2020 (“Litigating Participating
Local Governments”). Payments out of the Backstop Fund shall be determined by a
committee consisting of one representative from each of the Litigating Participating
Local Governments (the “Opioid Fee and Expense Committee™).

5. The Backstop Fund shall be funded as follows: From any national Settlement, the funds
to be deposited in the Backstop Fund shall be 14.25% of the LG Share of each payment
(annual or otherwise) to the State of Arizona for that Settlement. No portion of the State
Share shall be used for the Backstop Fund or in any other way to fund any Participating
Local Government’s attorney’s fees and costs.

6. The maximum percentage of any contingency fee agreement permitted for compensation
shall be 25% of the portion of the LG Share attributable to the Litigating Participating
Local Government that is a party to the contingency fee agreement, plus expenses
attributable to that Litigating Participating Local Government. Under no circumstances
may counsel collect more for its work on behalf of a Litigating Participating Local
Government than it would under its contingency agreement with that Litigating
Participating Local Government.

7. Any funds remaining in the Backstop Fund in excess of the amounts needed to cover
private counsels’ representation agreements shall revert to the Participating Local
Governments according to the percentages set forth in Exhibits B and C, to be used for
Approved Purposes as set forth herein and in Exhibit A.

? This paragraph shall not apply to any Settlement with distributors McKesson, Amerisource Bergen, and Cardinal
Health or manufacturer Johnson & Johnson.



F. Compliance Reporting and Accountability

1.

The Trustee shall provide an up-to-date accounting of payments into or out of the trust
and/or its subaccounts upon written request of the State or a Participating Local
Government.

The State, Regions, and Participating Local Governments may object to an allocation or
expenditure of Opioid Funds solely on the basis that the allocation or expenditure at
issue (1) is inconsistent with provision C(1) hereof with respect to the amount of the
State Share or LG Share; (2) is inconsistent with an agreed-upon allocation, or the
default allocations in Exhibits B and C, as contemplated by Section C(3); or (3) violates
the limitations set forth in F(3) with respect to compensation of the Trustee. The
objector shall have the right to bring that objection within two years of the date of its
discovery to a superior court in Maricopa County, Arizona.

Out of the Opioid Funds, reasonable expenses up to 0.005% shall be paid to the Trustee.

The Parties shall maintain, for a period of at least five years, records of abatement
expenditures and documents underlying those expenditures, so that it can be verified that
funds are being or have been utilized in a manner consistent with the Approved Purposes
definition.

At least annually, each Region or Multicounty Region shall provide to the State a report
detailing for the preceding time period (1) the amount of the LG Share received by each
Participating Local Government within the Region or Multicounty Region, (2) the
allocation of any awards approved (listing the recipient, the amount awarded, the
program to be funded, and disbursement terms), and (3) the amounts disbursed on
approved allocations. In order to facilitate this reporting, each Participating Local
Government within a Region or Multicounty Region shall provide information necessary
to meet these reporting obligations to a delegate(s) selected by the Region or Multicounty
Region to provide its annual report to the State.

At least annually, the State shall publish on its website a report detailing for the preceding
time period (1) the amount of the State Share received, (2) the allocation of any awards
approved (listing the recipient, the amount awarded, the program to be funded, and
disbursement terms), and (3) the amounts disbursed on approved allocations. In addition,
the State shall publish on its website the reports described in F(5) above.

If it appears to the State, a Region, or a Multicounty Region that the State or another
Region or Multicounty Region is using or has used Settlement funds for non-Approved
Purposes, the State, Region, or Multicounty Region may on written request seek and
obtain the documentation underlying the report(s) described in F(5) or F(6), as
applicable, including documentation described in F(4). The State, Region, or
Multicounty Region receiving such request shall have 14 days to provide the requested
information. The requesting party and the State, Region, or Multicounty Region
receiving such request may extend the time period for compliance with the request only
upon mutual agreement.

Following a request made pursuant to F(7) and when it appears that LG Share funds are
being or have been spent on non-Approved Purposes, the State may seek and obtain in an
action in a court of competent jurisdiction in Maricopa County, Arizona an injunction
prohibiting the Region or Multicounty Region from spending LG Share funds on non-
Approved Purposes and requiring the Region or Multicounty Region to return the monies
that it spent on non-Approved Purposes after notice as is required by the rules of civil
procedure. So long as the action is pending, distribution of LG Share funds to the Region
or Multicounty Region temporarily will be suspended. Once the action is resolved, the
suspended payments will resume, less any amounts that were ordered returned but have
not been returned by the time the action is resolved.

Following a request made pursuant to F(7) and when it appears to at least eight
Participating Counties that have signed on to this MOU and a subsequent Settlement that
the State Share funds are being or have been spent on non-Approved Purposes, the
Participating Counties may seek and obtain in an action in a superior court of Maricopa
County, Arizona an injunction prohibiting the State from spending State Share funds on
non-Approved Purposes and requiring the State to return the monies it spent on non-
Approved Purposes after notice as is required by the rules of civil procedure. So long as
the action is pending, distribution of State Share funds to the State temporarily will be
suspended. Once the action is resolved, the suspended payments will resume, less any
monies that were ordered returned but have not been returned by the time the action is
resolved.

In an action brought pursuant to F(8) or F(9), attorney’s fees and costs shall not be
recoverable.

F. Settlement Negotiations

1.

The State and the Participating Local Governments agree to inform each other in advance
of any negotiations relating to an Arizona-only settlement with a Pharmaceutical Supply
Chain Participant that includes both the State and the Participating Local Governments
and shall provide each other the opportunity to participate in all such negotiations.

The State and the Participating Local Governments further agree to keep each other
reasonably informed of all other global settlement negotiations with Pharmaceutical
Supply Chain Participants. Neither this provision, nor any other, shall be construed to
state or imply that either the State or the Participating Local Governments (collectively,
the “Arizona Parties”) are unauthorized to engage in settlement negotiations with
Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participants without prior consent or contemporaneous
participation of the other, or that either party is entitled to participate as an active or
direct participant in settlement negotiations with the other. Rather, while the State’s and
the Participating Local Government’s efforts to achieve worthwhile settlements are to be
collaborative, incremental stages need not be so.

The State or any Participating Local Government may withdraw from coordinated
Settlement discussions detailed in this Section upon 10 business days’ written notice to
the other Arizona Parties and counsel for any affected Pharmaceutical Supply Chain

G. Amendments

1. The Parties agree to make such amendments as necessary to implement the intent of this
agreement.

OPIOID ABATEMENT STRATEGIES

PART ONE: TREATMENT

TREAT OPIOID USE DISORDER (OUD)

Support treatment of Opioid Use Disorder (OUD) and any co-occurring Substance Use
Disorder or Mental Health (SUD/MH) conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction through
evidence-based, evidence-informed, or promising programs or strategies that may include,
but are not limited to, the following:

i

Expand availability of treatment for OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions,
co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including all forms of Medication-Assisted Treatment
(MAT) approved by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration.

Support and reimburse services that include the full American Society of Addiction
Medicine (ASAM) continuum of care for OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including but not limited to:

a. Medication-Assisted Treatment (MAT);
b. Abstinence-based treatment;

c. Treatment, recovery, or other services provided by states, subdivisions,
community health centers; non-for-profit providers; or for-profit providers;

d. Treatment by providers that focus on OUD treatment as well as treatment by
providers that offer OUD treatment along with treatment for other SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction; or

e. Evidence-informed residential services programs, as noted below.

Expand telehealth to increase access to treatment for OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including MAT, as well as
counseling, psychiatric support, and other treatment and recovery support services.

Improve oversight of Opioid Treatment Programs (OTPs) to assure evidence-based,
evidence-informed, or promising practices such as adequate methadone dosing.

Support mobile intervention, treatment, and recovery services, offered by qualified
professionals and service providers, such as peer recovery coaches, for persons with
OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction and
for persons who have experienced an opioid overdose.

Support treatment of mental health trauma resulting from the traumatic experiences of
the opioid user (e.g., violence, sexual assault, human trafficking, or adverse childhood
experiences) and family members (e.g., surviving family members after an overdose
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or overdose fatality), and training of health care personnel to identify and address such
trauma.

7. Support detoxification (detox) and withdrawal management services for persons with
OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction,
including medical detox, referral to treatment, or connections to other services or
supports.

8. Support training on MAT for health care providers, students, or other supporting
professionals, such as peer recovery coaches or recovery outreach specialists,
including telementoring to assist community-based providers in rural or underserved
areas.

9. Support workforce development for addiction professionals who work with persons
with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.

10. Provide fellowships for addiction medicine specialists for direct patient care,
instructors, and clinical research for treatments.

11. Provide funding and training for clinicians to obtain a waiver under the federal Drug
Addiction Treatment Act of 2000 (DATA 2000) to prescribe MAT for OUD, and
provide technical assistance and professional support to clinicians who have obtained
a DATA 2000 waiver.

12. Support the dissemination of web-based training curricula, such as the American
Academy of Addiction Psychiatry’s Provider Clinical Support Service-Opioids web-
based training curriculum and motivational interviewing.

13. Support the development and dissemination of new curricula, such as the American
Academy of Addiction Psychiatry’s Provider Clinical Support Service for
Medication-Assisted Treatment.

B. SUPPORT PEOPLE IN TREATMENT AND RECOVERY

Support people in treatment for and recovery from OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction through evidence-based, evidence-informed, or
promising programs or strategies that may include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Provide the full continuum of care of recovery services for OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including supportive housing,
residential treatment, medical detox services, peer support services and counseling,
community navigators, case management, and connections to community-based
services.

2. Provide counseling, peer-support, recovery case management and residential
treatment with access to medications for those who need it to persons with OUD and
any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.

Provide access to housing for people with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, including supportive housing, recovery
housing, housing assistance programs, or training for housing providers.

Provide community support services, including social and legal services, to assist in
deinstitutionalizing persons with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-
usage, and/or co-addiction.

Support or expand peer-recovery centers, which may include support groups, social
events, computer access, or other services for persons with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.

Provide employment training or educational services for persons in treatment for or
recovery from OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-
addiction.

Identify successful recovery programs such as physician, pilot, and college recovery
programs, and provide support and technical assistance to increase the number and

capacity of high-quality programs to help those in recovery.

Engage non-profits, faith-based communities, and community coalitions to support
people in treatment and recovery and to support family members in their efforts to
manage the opioid user in the family.

Provide training and development of procedures for government staff to appropriately
interact and provide social and other services to current and recovering opioid users,
including reducing stigma.

Support stigma reduction efforts regarding treatment and support for persons with
OUD, including reducing the stigma on effective treatment.

CONNECT PEOPLE _WHO NEED HELP TO THE HELP THEY NEED
(CONNECTIONS TO CARE)

Provide connections to care for people who have — or are at risk of developing — OUD and
any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction through evidence-
based, evidence-informed, or promising programs or strategies that may include, but are not
limited to, the following:

Ensure that health care providers are screening for OUD and other risk factors and
know how to appropriately counsel and treat (or refer if necessary) a patient for OUD
treatment.

Support Screening, Brief Intervention and Referral to Treatment (SBIRT) programs to
reduce the transition from use to disorders.

Provide training and long-term implementation of SBIRT in key systems (health,
schools, colleges, criminal justice, and probation), with a focus on youth and young
adults when transition from misuse to opioid disorder is common.

Purchase automated versions of SBIRT and support ongoing costs of the technology.

Support training for emergency room personnel treating opioid overdose patients on
post-discharge planning, including community referrals for MAT, recovery case
management or support services.

Support hospital programs that transition persons with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, or persons who have experienced
an opioid overdose, into community treatment or recovery services through a bridge
clinic or similar approach.

Support crisis stabilization centers that serve as an alternative to hospital emergency
departments for persons with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-
usage, and/or co-addiction or persons that have experienced an opioid overdose.

Support the work of Emergency Medical Systems, including peer support specialists,
to connect individuals to treatment or other appropriate services following an opioid
overdose or other opioid-related adverse event.

. Provide funding for peer support specialists or recovery coaches in emergency

departments, detox facilities, recovery centers, recovery housing, or similar settings;
offer services, supports, or connections to care to persons with OUD and any co-
occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction or to persons who have
experienced an opioid overdose.

Provide funding for peer navigators, recovery coaches, care coordinators, or care
managers that offer assistance to persons with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction or to persons who have experienced on
opioid overdose.

Create or support school-based contacts that parents can engage with to seek
immediate treatment services for their child; and support prevention, intervention,
treatment, and recovery programs focused on young people.

Develop and support best practices on addressing OUD in the workplace.
Support assistance programs for health care providers with OUD.

Engage non-profits and the faith community as a system to support outreach for
treatment.

Support centralized call centers that provide information and connections to
appropriate services and supports for persons with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.

Create or support intake and call centers to facilitate education and access to
treatment, prevention, and recovery services for persons with OUD and any co-
occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.



17. Develop or support a National Treatment Availability Clearinghouse - a
multistate/nationally accessible database whereby health care providers can list
locations for currently available in-patient and out-patient OUD treatment services
that are accessible on a real-time basis by persons who seek treatment.

D. ADDRESS THE NEEDS OF CRIMINAL-JUSTICE-INVOLVED PERSONS

Address the needs of persons with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-
usage, and/or co-addiction who are involved — or are at risk of becoming involved — in the
criminal justice system through evidence-based, evidence-informed, or promising programs
or strategies that may include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Support pre-arrest or post-arrest diversion and deflection strategies for persons with
OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction,
including established strategies such as:

a. Self-referral strategies such as the Angel Programs or the Police Assisted
Addiction Recovery Initiative (PAARI);

b. Active outreach strategies such as the Drug Abuse Response Team (DART)
model;

c. “Naloxone Plus” strategies, which work to ensure that individuals who have
received naloxone to reverse the effects of an overdose are then linked to
treatment programs or other appropriate services;

d. Officer prevention strategies, such as the Law Enforcement Assisted Diversion
(LEAD) model;

e. Officer intervention strategies such as the Leon County, Florida Adult Civil
Citation Network or the Chicago Westside Narcotics Diversion to Treatment
Initiative;

f. Co-responder and/or alternative responder models to address OUD-related 911
calls with greater SUD expertise and to reduce perceived barriers associated with
law enforcement 911 responses; or

g. County prosecution diversion programs, including diversion officer salary, only
for counties with a population of 50,000 or less. Any diversion services in matters
involving opioids must include drug testing, monitoring, or treatment.

2. Support pre-trial services that connect individuals with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction to evidence-informed treatment,
including MAT, and related services.

3. Support treatment and recovery courts for persons with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, but only if these courts provide
referrals to evidence-informed treatment, including MAT.



4. Provide evidence-informed treatment, including MAT, recovery support, or other
appropriate services to individuals with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction who are incarcerated in jail or prison.

5. Provide evidence-informed treatment, including MAT, recovery support, or other
appropriate services to individuals with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction who are leaving jail or prison have recently
left jail or prison, are on probation or parole, are under community corrections
supervision, or are in re-entry programs or facilities.

6. Support critical time interventions (CTI), particularly for individuals living with dual-
diagnosis OUD/serious mental illness, and services for individuals who face
immediate risks and service needs and risks upon release from correctional settings.

7. Provide training on best practices for addressing the needs of criminal-justice-
involved persons with OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage,
and/or co-addiction to law enforcement, correctional, or judicial personnel or to
providers of treatment, recovery, case management, or other services offered in
connection with any of the strategies described in this section.

E. ADDRESS THE NEEDS OF PREGNANT OR PARENTING WOMEN AND
THEIR FAMILIES, INCLUDING BABIES WITH NEONATAL ABSTINENCE
SYNDROME

Address the needs of pregnant or parenting women with OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, and the needs of their families, including
babies with neonatal abstinence syndrome, through evidence-based, evidence-informed, or
promising programs or strategies that may include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Support evidence-based, evidence-informed, or promising treatment, including MAT,
recovery services and supports, and prevention services for pregnant women — or
women who could become pregnant — who have OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH
conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction, and other measures to educate and provide
support to families affected by Neonatal Abstinence Syndrome.

2. Provide training for obstetricians or other healthcare personnel that work with
pregnant women and their families regarding treatment of OUD and any co-occurring
SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction.

3. Provide training to health care providers who work with pregnant or parenting women
on best practices for compliance with federal requirements that children born with
Neonatal Abstinence Syndrome get referred to appropriate services and receive a plan
of safe care.

4. Provide enhanced support for children and family members suffering trauma as a
result of addiction in the family; and offer trauma-informed behavioral health
treatment for adverse childhood events.

Offer enhanced family supports and home-based wrap-around services to persons with
OUD and any co-occurring SUD/MH conditions, co-usage, and/or co-addiction,
including but not limited to parent skills training.

RECOMMENDATION:

Acceptance of a proposal from E1 Audiovisual Technologies for a project to upgrade
existing technologies in the Police Department briefing/training room, using funds
allocated in the FY 25/26 City of Eloy Capital Improvement Project (CIP) budget, with
pricing per Arizona State Contract (CTR075310) at a cost not to exceed

$60,000.00. Furthermore, authorization for the Mayor or his designee to sign any
contracts necessary for project completion.

DISCUSSION:

The Eloy Police Department is requesting approval to proceed with a Fiscal Year 2025—
2026 Capital Improvement Project to upgrade the audiovisual (AV) capabilities of the
department’s existing briefing and training room. This project is funded in the adopted
FY26 budget in the amount of $60,000 and is intended to enhance the room’s
functionality as both a daily operational space and a scalable Emergency Operations
Center (EOC) during critical incidents.

Currently, the briefing room is utilized for daily patrol briefings, training, and internal
meetings; however, its existing technology infrastructure limits its effectiveness during
large scale or multi-agency incidents. This project will modernize the room by installing
an integrated audiovisual system designed specifically to support incident command
operations, real-time information sharing, and coordinated decision-making.



According to the vendor proposal, the upgraded system will include multiple large-
format displays, an AV-over-IP video distribution system, integrated audio components,
and centralized control capabilities. These enhancements will allow staff to
simultaneously display multiple information sources such as Computer Aided Dispatch
(CAD), mapping systems, drone or surveillance feeds, weather data, and situational
intelligence across several screens. This capability is critical during Incident Command
System (ICS) activations, where command staff must quickly interpret and act on
evolving information.

The system will also incorporate a ceiling-mounted microphone array, digital signal
processing, and integrated conferencing capabilities, enabling clear communication
both within the room and with external partners. This will significantly improve
coordination with allied agencies, including fire services, emergency management,
Pinal County partners, and state or federal resources during major incidents. The
inclusion of VolP-enabled audio and conferencing functions further supports remote
participation and unified command operations.

A centralized touch panel control system will simplify operation of the entire AV system,
allowing personnel to quickly manage displays, audio levels, and input sources without
requiring specialized technical knowledge. This is particularly important during high-
stress incidents, where ease of use and reliability are essential.

From an operational standpoint, this project directly supports the department’s ability to
transition from routine operations to a structured ICS environment. The upgraded room
will serve as a fixed command post capable of supporting incident commanders,
command staff, and operational sections during events such as critical incidents, large
scale public events, natural disasters, or multi-agency responses. It also enhances the
department’s ability to host regional coordination meetings and training exercises.

In addition to emergency preparedness, the upgraded system will improve day-to-day
efficiency by enhancing training delivery, briefing effectiveness, and internal
communication. The ability to display multiple data sources and conduct integrated
presentations will support ongoing officer development and operational readiness.

This project also aligns directly with the City of Eloy Strategic Plan (2024-2027),
particularly within the Safe and Active Community and High-Performing
Government priority areas. The investment in modern audiovisual and communication
technology supports the City’s goal of leveraging innovation to enhance public safety
services, improve interagency coordination, and ensure preparedness for emergencies
and critical incidents. Additionally, by maximizing the functionality of existing City
facilities rather than constructing new infrastructure, the project reflects responsible
fiscal stewardship and efficient use of public resources, both key principles outlined in
the City’s strategic objectives.

The total project cost, as outlined in the proposal, is $59,940.71, which includes
equipment, installation, programming, training, and associated costs. This project is



being completed under an Arizona State Contract, ensuring competitive pricing and
compliance with procurement requirements.

Overall, this investment represents a strategic enhancement to existing infrastructure,
allowing the Eloy Police Department to maximize the use of current space while
significantly improving its operational readiness, interoperability, and ability to respond
effectively to critical incidents.

FISCAL IMPACT:

This project is included in the City of Eloy’s adopted Fiscal Year 25/26 Capital
Improvement Projects with a total budget allocation of $60,000. The total project cost,
based on the submitted proposal, is $59,940.71, which includes all equipment,
installation, system programming, training, shipping, and applicable taxes . As such, the
project will be completed within the approved budget and does not require any
additional appropriation.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that Council approve the Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA)
between the City of Eloy and the Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) for the
Battaglia Road Sidewalk Project. This agreement authorizes ADOT to administer final
design and construction of a sidewalk along Battaglia Road between Eleven Mile
Corner Road and Sunshine Boulevard, including project bidding, award, and
construction management.

DISCUSSION:

The City of Eloy was awarded $2,508,487 in federal funding through the Sun Corridor
Metropolitan Planning Organization (SCMPO) and the Arizona Department of
Transportation (ADOT) Transportation Alternatives (TA) Program. This program
supports alternative transportation infrastructure, such as pedestrian and bicycle
facilities and safe routes to school.

This project consists of: final design and construction of approximately 5,310 linear feet
of 5-foot-wide sidewalk, including vertical curb and gutter, ADA-accessible sidewalk
ramps, scuppers, and spillways along the south side of Battaglia Road between Eleven
Mile Corner Road and Sunshine Boulevard.

Under the IGA, ADOT will act as the City’s designated agent and will be responsible for
administering the final design, environmental documentation, federal compliance, and
construction of the project, including advertising, bidding, and awarding the construction
contract.

The City will be responsible for reviewing design documents, certifying right-of-way
acquisition, coordinating utilities, and assuming full ownership and perpetual
maintenance of the improvements upon project completion.



Construction of the sidewalk project is anticipated to commence following the
completion of the Battaglia Road Sewer Line Upsizing Project to ensure proper
coordination of infrastructure improvements and avoid conflicts.

This project will significantly enhance pedestrian connectivity by linking neighborhoods
to schools, recreational facilities, and Downtown Eloy. It also supports ongoing City
efforts to improve designated school routes and pedestrian safety.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The total estimated project cost is $2,660,113, which includes federal funding of
$2,508,487 and the City’s required local match.

The City of Eloy is responsible for a 5.7% local match totaling $151,626, which
includes:

e $1,710 for Project Development Administration (PDA)
e $14,488 for final design
e $135,428 for construction

The initial costs for Project Development Administration (PDA) and final design, totaling
$16,198, are due upon invoicing and will be funded through the One-Time Streets
Fund, where sufficient budget capacity exists.

The remaining construction match will be programmed in a future fiscal year prior to
construction.

The City is also responsible for any cost overruns, ineligible expenses, or project costs
exceeding the programmed federal funding, as outlined in the IGA.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

BETWEEN
THE STATE OF ARIZONA
AND
THE CITY OF ELOY

THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into this date , pursuant
to the Arizona Revised Statutes (“A.R.S.”) §§ 11-951 through 11-954, as amended, between the
STATE OF ARIZONA, acting by and through its DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (the “State” or
“ADOT”) and the CITY OF ELOY acting by and through its MAYOR and CITY COUNCIL (the “City” or
“Local Agency”). The State and the Local Agency are each individually referred to as a “Party” and
are collectively referred to as the “Parties.”

I. RECITALS

1. The State is empowered by A.R.S. § 28-401 to enter into this Agreement and has delegated
to the undersigned the authority to execute this Agreement on behalf of the State.

2. The Local Agency is empowered by A.R.S. § 48-572 to enter into this Agreement and has by
resolution, if required, a copy of which is attached and made a part of, resolved to enter into
this Agreement and has authorized the undersigned to execute this Agreement on behalf of
the Local Agency.

3. The improvements proposed in this Agreement, include, final design and construction for
approximately 5,310 feet of a five foot wide sidewalk, vertical curb and gutter, Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA) accessible sidewalk ramps, scuppers, and spillways on the south
side of Battaglia Road, (the “Project”). The Project cost, excluding Preliminary Engineering
(PE) from IGA 24-0009598-1, shown in Exhibit 4, is estimated at $2,660,113, which includes
federal aid and the Local Agency’s match. IGA 24-0009598-1 addressed scoping services, 30
percent design plans, and PE design. The State will administer the final design and
advertise, bid and award, and administer the construction phase of the Project.

4. The interest of the State in this Project is the acquisition of federal funds for the use and

benefit of the Local Agency and authorization of such federal funds for the Project pursuant
to federal law and regulations. The State shall be the designated agent for the Local Agency
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for the Project, if the Project is approved by Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and
funds for the Project are available.

5. The foregoing Recitals and all Exhibits referred to herein and attached shall be incorporated
into this Agreement.

In consideration of the mutual terms expressed herein, the Parties agree as follows:

II. SCOPE OF WORK

1. The Parties agree:

a.

The Project will be completed, accepted, and paid for in accordance with the
requirements of the Project plans and specifications.

The final cost estimate may exceed the initial estimate identified in Exhibit A, and in
such case, the Local Agency is responsible for and agrees to pay, the difference prior to
bid advertisement.

The final Project amount may exceed the initial estimate(s) identified in Exhibit A, and
in such case, the Local Agency is responsible for, and agrees to pay, any and all actual
costs exceeding the initial estimate. If the final Project amount is less than the initial
estimate, the difference between the final bid amount and the initial estimate will be de-
obligated or otherwise released from the Project. De-obligated federal aid will be
returned to the State. The Local Agency acknowledges it remains responsible for actual
costs and agrees to pay according to the terms of this Agreement.

The Local Agency and ADOT will each separately file a Notice of Intent (NOI) under the
Construction General Permit (CGP) with the Arizona Department of Environmental
Quality (ADEQ) before construction begins, if applicable to the Project.

2. The State will:

a.

Execute this Agreement, and if the Project is approved by FHWA and funds for the
Project are available, be the Local Agency’s designated agent for the Project.

After this Agreement is executed, and prior to performing or authorizing any work,
invoice the Local Agency for the Local Agency’s share of the Project Development
Administration (PDA) costs, estimated at $1,710 and the Local Agency’s share of the
Project design costs, estimated at $14,488. These amounts are in addition to the costs
addressed in IGA 24-0009598-I for PE. If PDA costs exceed the estimate during the
development of design, notify the Local Agency, obtain concurrence prior to continuing
with the development of design, and invoice as determined by ADOT and the Local
Agency for additional costs to complete PDA for the Project. If design costs exceed the
estimate prior to completion of design, invoice the Local Agency for Project costs
exceeding design. After the Project costs are finalized, invoice or reimburse the Local
Agency for the difference between actual costs and the amount the Local Agency has
paid for PDA and design.
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After receipt of the PDA costs and the Local Agency’s estimated share of the Project
design costs, submit all required documentation pertaining to the Project to FHWA with
the recommendation that the maximum federal funds programmed for this Project be
approved for design. After receipt of FHWA authorization, proceed to advertise for and
enter into contract(s) with the consultant(s) for the design and post-design of the
Project. Should costs exceed the maximum federal funds available it is understood and
agreed that the Local Agency will be responsible for any overage.

On behalf of the Local Agency, prepare and provide all documents pertaining to the
design and post-design of the Project, incorporating comments from the Local Agency,
as appropriate. Review and approve documents required by FHWA to qualify the
Project for and to receive federal funds. Perform tasks that may consist of, but are not
limited to, preparation of environmental documents; analysis and documentation of
environmental categorical exclusion determinations; geologic materials testing and
analysis; right of way related oversight and stewardship activities; preparation of
reports, design plans, maps, specifications and cost estimates and other related tasks
essential to the design development of the Project.

After completion of design and prior to bid advertisement, invoice the Local Agency for
the actual PDA costs, as applicable, and the Local Agency’s share of the Project
construction costs, estimated at $135,428. After the Project costs for construction are
finalized, the State will either invoice or reimburse the Local Agency for the difference
between estimated and actual costs. De-obligate or otherwise release any remaining
federal funds from the scoping/design phase of the Project.

After receipt of the actual PDA costs, if applicable, and the Local Agency’s estimated
share of the Project construction costs, including the difference between the final and
the initial construction cost estimates, if applicable, submit all required documentation
to FHWA with the recommendation that the maximum federal funds programmed for
construction of this Project be approved. Should costs exceed the maximum federal
funds available, it is understood and agreed that the Local Agency will be responsible
for any overage.

After receipt of FHWA authorization, proceed to advertise for, receive and open bids,
award and enter into a contract with the firm for the construction of the Project. If the
bid amounts exceed the construction cost estimate, obtain the Local Agency’s
concurrence and invoice the Local Agency for the difference between the construction
cost estimate and the bid amount prior to awarding the contract.

Notify the Local Agency of completion and final acceptance of the Project. At such time,
file a Notice of Termination (NOT) with ADEQ transferring CGP responsibilities to the
Local Agency, and provide a copy to the Local Agency indicating that the State’s
maintenance responsibility of the Project is terminated, as applicable.

Notify the Local Agency of completion and final acceptance of the Project; coordinate
with the Local Agency and turn over full responsibility of the Project improvements.

Not be obligated to maintain the Project, should the Local Agency fail to budget or
provide for proper and perpetual maintenance as set forth in this Agreement.
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3. The Local Agency will:
a. Designate the State as the Local Agency’s authorized agent for the Project.

b. Within 30 days of receipt of an invoice from the State, pay the Local Agency’s share of
the PDA costs, estimated at $1,710 and the Local Agency’s share of Project design costs,
estimated at $14,488. These amounts are in addition to the costs addressed in IGA 24-
0009598-I for PE. Agree to be responsible for actual PDA costs, if during the
development of design, PDA costs exceed the initial estimate. Be responsible and pay for
the difference between the estimated and actual PDA and design costs of the Project
within 30 days of receipt of an invoice.

c. Review design plans, specifications, cost estimates and other such documents required
for the construction bidding and construction of the Project, including scoping/design
plans and documents required by FHWA to qualify projects for and to
receive federal funds; provide design review comments to the State as appropriate.

d. After completion of design, within 30 days of receipt of an invoice from the State and
prior to bid advertisement, pay to the State any outstanding PDA costs, the Local
Agency’s share of the Project construction costs, estimated at $135,428, and if
applicable, the difference between the final and initial construction cost estimates. Be
responsible for and pay the difference between the estimated construction cost and
Project bid amount prior to award. After Project completion, be responsible for and pay
any outstanding Project costs, within 30 days of receipt of an invoice.

e. Beresponsible for all costs incurred in performing and accomplishing the work as set
forth under this Agreement, that are not covered by federal funding. Should costs be
deemed ineligible or exceed the maximum federal funds available, it is understood and
agreed that the Local Agency is responsible for these costs; payment for these costs
shall be made within 30 days of receipt of an invoice from the State.

f.  Certify that all necessary rights of way have been or will be acquired prior to
advertisement for bid and also certify that all obstructions or unauthorized
encroachments of whatever nature, either above or below the surface of the Project
area, shall be removed from the proposed right of way, or will be removed prior to the
start of construction, in accordance with The Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real
Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970 as amended; 49 CFR 24.102 Basic Acquisition
Policies; 49 CFR 24.4 Assurances, Monitoring and Corrective Action, parts (a) & (b) and
ADOT Right of Way Procedures Manual: 8.02 Responsibilities, 8.03 Prime Functions,
9.06 Monitoring Process and 9.07 Certification of Compliance. Coordinate with the
appropriate State’s Right of Way personnel during any right of way process performed
by the Local Agency, if applicable.

g. As applicable, the Local Agency shall certify that it has adequate resources to discharge
the Local Agency’s real property related responsibilities and ensures that its Title 23-
funded projects are carried out using the FHWA approved and certified ADOT Right of
Way Procedures Manual and that it will comply with current FHWA requirements
whether or not the requirements are included in the FHWA approved ADOT Right of
Way Procedures Manual (23 CFR 710.201). Additionally the Local Agency shall certify
that all real estate related activities requiring licensure are performed by licensed
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individuals as defined by the Arizona Department of Real Estate (A.R.S. §§ 32-2121 &
32-2122).

Not permit or allow any encroachments on or private use of the right of way, except
those authorized by permit. In the event of any unauthorized encroachment or
improper use, the Local Agency shall take all necessary steps to remove or prevent any
such encroachment or use. Provide a copy of encroachment permits issued within the
Project limits to the State.

Automatically grant to the State, by execution of this Agreement, its agents and/or
contractors, without cost, the temporary right to enter the Local Agency’s rights of way,
as required, to conduct any and all construction and preconstruction related activities
for the Project, on, to and over said Local Agency’s rights of way. This temporary right
will expire with completion of the Project.

Investigate and document utilities within the Project limits; submit findings to ADOT
determining prior rights or no prior rights; approve a location within the final right of
way to re-establish the prior rights location for those utilities with prior rights.

Be obligated to incur any expenditure should unforeseen conditions or circumstances
increase Project costs. Be responsible for the cost of any Local Agency requested
changes to the scope of work of the Project, such changes will require State and FHWA
approval. Be responsible for any contractor claims for additional compensation caused
by Project delay attributable to the Local Agency. Payment for these costs will be made
to the State within 30 days of receipt of an invoice from the State.

After notification of final acceptance by the State, assume and maintain full
responsibility of the Project, including Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plans (SWPPP)
inspections, maintenance, and required documentation, until final stabilization is
reached. Provide the NOI number to the State and the Contractor, accept CGP
responsibilities at time of transfer, and file a NOT with ADEQ when final stabilization is
reached, as applicable.

. After completion and final acceptance of the Project, agree to maintain and assume full

responsibility of the Project and all Project components.

III. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

1.

Effective Date. This Agreement shall become effective upon signing and dating of all Parties.

Amendments. Any change or modification to the Project will only occur with the mutual
written consent of both Parties.

Duration. The terms, conditions and provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force
and effect until completion of the Project and all related deposits and/or reimbursements
are made. Any and all obligations of maintenance hereunder shall remain perpetual and
shall survive any termination hereof and the assignment or assumption of this Agreement
or the Project by another competent jurisdiction or entity.

Cancellation. This Agreement may be canceled at any time up to 30 days before the award of
the Project contract, so long as the canceling Party provides at least 30 days’ prior written
notice to the other Party. It is understood and agreed that, in the event the Local Agency
terminates this Agreement, the Local Agency shall be responsible for all costs incurred by
the State up to the time of termination. It is further understood and agreed that in the event
the Local Agency terminates this Agreement, the State shall in no way be obligated to
complete or maintain the Project.

Indemnification. The Local Agency shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the State, any
of its departments, agencies, boards, commissions, officers or employees (collectively
referred to in this paragraph as the “State”) from any and all claims, demands, suits, actions,
proceedings, loss, cost and damages of every kind and description, including reasonable
attorneys' fees and/or litigation expenses (collectively referred to in this paragraph as the
“Claims”), which may be brought or made against or incurred by the State on account of loss
of or damage to any property or for injuries to or death of any person, to the extent caused
by, arising out of, or contributed to, by reasons of any alleged act, omission, professional
error, fault, mistake, or negligence of the Local Agency, its employees, officers, directors,
agents, representatives, or contractors, their employees, agents, or representatives in
connection with or incident to the performance of this Agreement. The Local Agency’s
obligations under this paragraph shall not extend to any Claims to the extent caused by the
negligence of the State, except the obligation does apply to any negligence of the Local
Agency which may be legally imputed to the State by virtue of the State’s ownership or
possession of land. The Local Agency’s obligations under this paragraph shall survive the
termination of this Agreement.

Third-Party Indemnification. The State shall include Section 107.13 of the 2021 version of
the Arizona Department of Transportation Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge
Construction, incorporated into this Agreement by reference, in the State’s contract with
any and all contractors, of which the Local Agency shall be specifically named as a third-
party beneficiary. This provision may not be amended without the approval of the Local
Agency.

Programmed Federal Funds. The cost of scoping, design, construction and construction
engineering work under this Agreement is to be covered by the federal funds programmed
for this Project, up to the maximum available. The Local Agency acknowledges that actual
Project costs may exceed the maximum available amount of federal funds, or that certain
costs may not be accepted by FHWA as eligible for federal funds. Therefore, the Local
Agency agrees to pay the difference between actual costs of the Project and the federal
funds received.

Termination of Federal Funding. Should the federal funding related to this Project be
terminated or reduced by the federal government, or Congress rescinds, fails to renew, or
otherwise reduces apportionments or obligation authority, the State shall in no way be
obligated for funding or liable for any past, current or future expenses under this
Agreement.

Indirect Costs. The cost of the Project under this Agreement includes indirect costs
approved by FHWA, as applicable.

Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act. The Parties warrant compliance with
the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act of 2006 and associated 2008

Amendments (the “Act”). Additionally, in a timely manner, the Local Agency will provide
information that is requested by the State to enable the State to comply with the
requirements of the Act, as may be applicable.

Conflicts of Interest. This Agreement may be canceled in accordance with A.R.S. § 38-511.

Inspection and Audit. The Local Agency shall retain all books, accounts, reports, files and
other records relating to this Agreement which shall be subject at all reasonable times to
inspection and audit by the State for five years after completion of the Project. Such records
shall be produced by the Local Agency, electronically or at the State office as set forth in this
Agreement, at the request of ADOT.

Title VI. The Local Agency acknowledges and will comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act
0f 1964.

Non-Discrimination. This Agreement is subject to all applicable provisions of the Americans
with Disabilities Act (Public Law 101-336, 42 U.S.C. 12101-12213) and all applicable federal
regulations under the Act, including 28 CFR Parts 35 and 36. The Parties to this Agreement
shall comply with Executive Order Number 2009-09, as amended by Executive Order 2023-
01, issued by the Governor of the State of Arizona and incorporated in this Agreement by
reference regarding “Non-Discrimination.”

Non-Availability of Funds. Every obligation of the State under this Agreement is conditioned
upon the availability of funds appropriated or allocated for the fulfillment of such
obligations. If funds are not allocated and available for the continuance of this Agreement,
this Agreement may be terminated by the State at the end of the period for which the funds
are available. No liability shall accrue to the State in the event this provision is exercised,
and the State shall not be obligated or liable for any future payments as a result of
termination under this paragraph.

Arbitration. In the event of any controversy, which may arise out of this Agreement, the
Parties agree to abide by arbitration as is set forth for public works contracts if required by
ARS. §12-1518.

E-Verify. The Parties shall comply with the applicable requirements of A.R.S. § 41-4401.

Contractor Certifications. The Parties shall certify that all contractors comply with the
applicable requirements of A.R.S. §§ 35-393.01 and 35-394.

Other Applicable Laws. The Parties shall comply with all applicable laws, rules, regulations
and ordinances, as may be amended.

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A. INTRODUCTION

Project No. 0000 PN ELY T0539 03D (Federal ID No. ELY-0(209)T) is a local public agency
sidewalk construction project on Battaglia Rd within the City of Eloy (City).

The project is located on Battaglia Rd from Eleven Mile Corner Rd to Sunshine Blvd
(approximately 1 mile), in Pinal County within the city limits of Eloy, Arizona. This project is located
within the Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) Southcentral Construction District. The
location of the project is shown in Figure 1 and respective study limits are shown in Figure 2.

The project is not listed in the FY 2025-2029 ADOT Five-Year Transportation Facilities
Construction Program. The project is listed in the Sun Corridor Metropolitan Planning
Organization (SCMPQO) FY 2023-2027 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP).
Transportation Alternatives (TA) funds will be utilized for design. Construction funding will be
pursued for this project.

The purpose of this project is to construct new sidewalk, curb and gutter, and sidewalk ramps to
improve the pedestrian safety and circulation along Battaglia Rd. Additionally, the project features
sidewalk scuppers and spillways along the adjacent existing drainage channel to manage
stormwater accumulated along the proposed curb and gutter.

B. BACKGROUND DATA

Battaglia Rd is classified as a Rural Major Collector within the City of Eloy according to the ADOT
Functionally Classified Roads map (Federal Highway Administration [FHWA] approved 2023).
Battaglia Rd runs east-west. The existing street width varies from 34 feet-35 feet lip of gutter to
edge of pavement.

The existing corridor consists of one travel lane in each direction, with roll curb and gutter and an
8-foot shoulder for on-street parking along the north side of the road, and a 1-foot paved shoulder
along the south side of the road. A significant number of private residential driveways that connect
residences to Battaglia Rd line the north side of the road. Within the project boundaries there are
9 side streets that intersect Battaglia Rd: Eleven Mile Corner Rd, Madison St, Adams St,
Washington St, Curiel St, Main St, G St, Myers Blvd, and Sunshine Blvd. There are currently no
pedestrian facilities along the corridor; pedestrians in the area use the unpaved shoulders for
travel.

The existing posted speed limit on Battaglia Rd from Eleven Mile Corner Rd to Sunshine, Eleven
Mile Corner Rd, Curiel St, Main St, and Sunshine Blvd is 25 mph. Battaglia Rd west of the
intersection with Eleven Mile Corner Rd is 35 mph. The speed limit on Madison St, Adams St,
Washington St, G St, and Myers Blvd is not posted and is therefore assumed to be 25 mph by
statue (ARS 28-701).

The land adjacent to Battaglia Rd is a majority medium density residential. There is one high
density residential parcel on the southwest corner of Battaglia Rd and Madison St, one parks/open
space parcel on the northwest corner of Battaglia Rd and Eleven Mile Corner Rd, a neighborhood
commercial area along Battaglia Rd from Main St to Sunshine Blvd, and community commercial
on the northeast and southeast corners of Battaglia Rd and Sunshine Blvd.

There are two locations where private parcels encompass the north part of Battaglia Rd: Eleven
Mile Corner Rd to approximately 374 feet east of the Battaglia Rd/Eleven Mile Corner Rd
intersection, and 135 feet east of the Battaglia Rd/Washington St intersection to the end of the
project at Sunshine Blvd. For the entire length of the project, there is existing ROW along the
south side of the road: 33 feet south of the section line from Eleven Mile Corner Rd to Madison

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St, and 40 feet south of the section line from Madison St to Sunshine Blvd. There is 50 feet of
existing ROW along the north side of the road from 374 feet east of the Eleven Mile Corner
Rd/Battaglia Rd intersection to 135 feet east of the Washington St/Battaglia Rd intersection. The
ROW for the entire project varies between 33 feet and 90 feet.

Battaglia Rd is a major thoroughfare for the City of Eloy. Madison St connects to Shumway (North)
Park, and Main St connects to the high school, library, and City Hall.

As the project is local and not on an ADOT facility, no traffic data is available.

Storm water flows from east to west, sheet flowing south off Battaglia Rd into the existing drainage
channel that runs along the south side of the road. The channel flows under the side streets with
pipe culverts. This area is not a significant flood zone.

There are no railroads within the project area.
The average project elevation is 1,545 feet. The terrain can be characterized as generally flat.

The maijority of the utilities within the project area, including most power poles, are located on the
south side of the channel running along Battaglia Rd. There are 15 light poles along the corridor.
A search of the Arizona 811 database indicated the following utilities are located within and
adjacent to the project limits. Table 1 lists the utility companies that have overhead and
underground facilities within the project limits.

C. PROJECT SCOPE

The purpose of this project is to improve pedestrian walkability and safety. The sidewalk width
will be 5’, and the minimum travel lane width will be 12’. The design speed for Battaglia Rd is 25
mph. The proposed improvements will include:
* The preliminary structural section for new pavement will be 2.5-inches of Asphaltic
Concrete (AC) over (existing and/or new) 6” cement-treated subbase
» Sawcut existing pavement to construct concrete curb and gutter and 5’ concrete
sidewalk on south side of road
* Restripe road to remove north side shoulder
* Provide a minimum of 12’ wide lanes, one lane in each direction

» Install curb ramps at each intersection that are compliant with Americans with Disabilities
Act (ADA) and Public Right-of-Way Accessibility Guidelines (PROWAG)

* Roadway stormwater will be collected by proposed scuppers and conveyed to the
existing drainage channel and culverts along the south side of the road. Existing
drainage conveyance along the north side of the road shall be perpetuated

» Extend culverts as needed

* Reconstruct headwalls as needed

* Provide new signing for signs impacted by improvements

» The roadway marking will use 4” painted pavement markings

» Temporary traffic control measures may require the closure of one through lane in any
direction

» Geotechnical investigations will be performed through researching existing “as-built”
drawings of the area and incorporated into final design recommendations

» Utility conflicts are not anticipated

Three alternative design placements of the sidewalk were reviewed with the City:

1) Install new sidewalk and curb and gutter along the south side of Battaglia Rd, while
maintaining the existing roadway pavement width. Install new sidewalk ramps and
scuppers with spillways.

2) Reduce the existing roadway pavement width by eliminating the existing 8-foot shoulder
along the north side. Restripe the road to two 12-foot lanes, one in each direction. Along
the new northernly shifted southern edge of travel, install new sidewalk and curb and
gutter. Install new sidewalk ramps and scuppers with spillways.

3) Maintain the existing roadway width and install the new 5-foot sidewalk and sidewalks
ramps on the north side of the road, behind the existing curb and gutter.

Alternative 1 was screened out due to impacts to existing drainage headwalls, required utility
relocations, and increased construction cost.

Alternative 3 was screened out due to the impacts it would have with the existing parking patterns
along the north side of Battaglia Rd.

Alternative 2 was selected to move forward into final design. It eliminates all significant impacts
to the existing drainage system along the south side of the road. The majority of significant utility
impacts are eliminated. The City preferred the expected impacts to future parking with this
alternative.

D. DEVELOPMENT CONSIDERATIONS

This project is funded through the TA program through the design phase. The project does not
have construction funding.

This project is federal funded and compliance with the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA)
is required, as well as other applicable federal regulations and statutes.

It is anticipated a Categorical Exclusion (CE) will be the appropriate level of environmental
documentation for this project. The ADOT NEPA Planner should be contacted prior to preparation
of environmental documentation. Horrocks will determine the environmental impacts; prepare the
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CE and clearance memo; and provide agency scoping and public involvement. Cultural,
biological, and hazardous material assessments/evaluations will be completed to comply with
NEPA requirements. All relevant analysis and investigations (i.e. scoping data from the PA,
hazardous materials records check, biological data, cultural resources surveys, air/noise analysis,
and socioeconomic considerations) will be required for the ADOT environmental approval
process.

This project is located within an air quality non-attainment area for PM 10 by the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA). This project is exempt under 40 CFR § 93.126, Bicycle and Pedestrian.
No air quality analysis tasks are required for this project.

Because more than one acre of land will be disturbed, an AZPDES (Arizona Pollutant Elimination
System) General Permit will be required, and a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP)
will be required.

No new right-of-way or temporary construction easements are required.

Utility conflicts are not anticipated. However, ADOT’s Utility and Railroad Engineering Section or
a designated consultant will investigate whether any utilities will be affected. In areas where
ground-penetrating construction operations occur, formal utility coordinating procedures require
contacting each of the utilities in the area and submitting plan sheets for their review and
comment.

Since this project is considered a spot improvement and not located in the National Highway
System, an AASHTO Controlling Design Criteria report was not required nor prepared for this
project.

Design criteria to be used on the project will meet AASHTO - A Policy on Geometric Design of
Highways and Streets (2018).

Coordination will be required with the City of Eloy, Pinal County, and ADOT.

Asbestos testing will be required for this project if the project includes any removal of existing
structural concrete.

Lead based paint testing will be required for this project as this project includes obliteration of
roadway striping.

Pavement marking and signing will be shown on the traffic plans. Existing signs are expected to
be used in place, unless disturbed during construction. All signs and supports that are disturbed
during construction will need to be replaced with new signs, bases, foundations, and posts. The
proposed improvements to the intersection may require additional new signs or changes to the
existing signs.

During construction, at least one travel lane will remain open to travel for most of construction,
flagging services may be required during isolated events. No temporary detours are anticipated
during construction. Construction will occur during daytime hours. Certain elements of
construction may require nighttime work. Traffic control requirements will be in accordance with
the 2023 Edition of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) and the Arizona
Supplement to the 2023 Edition of the MUTCD and/or by special provisions.

A Geotechnical investigation and Geotechnical Report will be prepared for this project utilizing
“as-built” drawings and records to provide recommendations.

A review of “as-built” drawings and records of the roadway will be conducted and a pavement
structural section for the street type will be recommended. A materials design memorandum will
not be provided. A pavement design memorandum will not be provided. It is anticipated that the
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pavement structural section will be two- and one-half inches of new AC on (existing and/or new)
6" cement-treated subbase.

E. OTHER REQUIREMENTS

Construction funding is not yet obtained for this project, so this project is not included in the 2025-
2029 ADOT Five-Year Transportation Facilities Construction Program. The project is listed in the
SCMPO FY 2023-2027 TIP. SCMPO and the City are partnering to acquire construction funding,
likely also through the TA program. Additionally, a Joint Project Agreement (JPA) between ADOT
and the City of Eloy will be executed to identify funding and maintenance responsibilities
associated with this project. After construction funding is obtained, construction administration will
be conducted by ADOT Southcentral District.

The design consultant will prepare the construction, pavement marking, and signing plans. Work
zone traffic control plans will be limited.

The predesign phase is estimated to be 136 working days. The design phase is estimated to be
190 working days.

F. ESTIMATED COSTS

Alternative 2 was selected for the project improvements. The estimated construction cost is
$1,775,000.00 for the option as shown in Table 2. The estimated construction cost for Alternative
1is $2,273,000.00, see Table 3. The estimated construction cost for Alternative 3 is $739,000.00,
see Table 4.

Pavement quantity estimates will be based on the pavement structural section of 2.5 inches
Asphaltic Concrete on (existing and/or new) 6” cement-treated subbase.

G. REQUIRED ACTION BY THE PRIORITY PLANNING ADVISORY COMMITTEE
AND/OR PROJECT REVIEW BOARD

This project is not currently funded for construction. The City is working with SCMPO to apply for
grants and obtain construction funding.
